We have 

one new member of staff who has come to us, for one year, as a result 

of funding from Spennymoor AAP. 

 

4. TRAINING 

 

Due to Covid-19 all training has been done on-line with the staff 

completing  manual handling, Autism Awareness and Safeguarding 

Courses. 

 

5. FEEDBACK FROM MEMBERS 

 

 As a result of Covid-19 our ability 
to monitor the service has been 

somewhat reduced.  Outreach staff 

were furloughed for a time and 

once back at work were not going 

inside homes.  Normally we 

monitor our outcomes every three 

months and the collate the 

information.   This provides us with 

an ongoing means of assessing 

that we are meeting the needs of 

our members.  
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 Many parents/carers have however used facebook to leave 

recommendations/feedback on our Funtime Learning Project which 

was funded by Spennymoor AAP and The National Lottery Community 

Fund.   

 

 For this project staff used their knowledge of the child and consulted 

with the children and their families to provide a Fun-Time Learning Box 

for each child who was a regular user of our service.  The feedback has 

all been extremely positive.
