TRUSTEES' REPORT (INCLUDING DIRECTORS' REPORT)
FOR THE YEAR ENDED 31 MARCH 2021

The Trustees present their report and financial statements for the year ended 31 March 2021.

The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the accounting policies set out in note 1 to
the financial statements and comply with the charity's Memorandum and Articles of Association, the
Companies Act 2006 and "Accounting and Reporting by Charities: Statement of Recommended Practice
applicable to charities preparing their accounts in accordance with the Financial Reporting Standard
applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland (FRS 102) (effective 1 January 2019)".

Objectives and activities

The principal objects of the charity are to enhance the life experiences of persons with learning disabilities and
to offer opportunities to develop the intellectual capacity and abilities of such persons that they may achieve
their full potential both as individuals and members of society.

To meet the aims people with learning disabilities are sponsored by Statutory Services, Charities and other
organisations to attend the Centre on specified days each week. The variety of activities offered include
needlework, cookery, arts and crafts, woodwork, gardening, singing, basic numeracy, literacy and computer
skills, discussion and group work.

Outside in the community we offer regular walks, swimming, gym, badminton and trips to places of interest.
We also participate in the Hertfordshire Learning Disability Games.

The Trustees have paid due regard to guidance issued by the Charity Commission in deciding what activities
the charity should undertake.

The Trustees alsc wish to record their heartfelt thanks to the many volunteers without whom the charity would
be unable to maintain the quality of service at the level of expenditure that is currently enjoyed. At present we
have four volunteers.

Achievements and performance

The Waterside Centre has continued to offer a variety of activities both within the building and in the
community. Due to COVID-19 restrictions, many sessions were unable to take place in their usual fashion but
we were able to run virtual sessions offering activities such as art & craft sessions, games, quizzes and
discussion groups, Zumba and other exercise options. We celebrated birthdays and helped reduce the
loneliness and isolation that many individuals felt. None of the external group activities planned for the year
were able to take place.

We continuously amend the way we work, the numbers of people we support at any one time, staff hours,
cleaning regimes and the activities on offer as COVID restrictions and guidelines dictate. Currently we have
returned to being fully open with everyone we support welcome to attend. Some Service Users remain at
home for different reasons and we continue to offer an outreach service to them. We remain flexible and
committed to improving our service as the COVID regulations allow.

As a result of the current situation we have been unable to undertake many of the fundraising activities that
would normally take place and are not expecting most of our face-to-face community fundraising to resume
before 2022 but we were pleased to be part of the Kings Langley Carnival event in September.

Financial review

The Trustees report that there was a surplus for the year of £20,155 compared to a deficit of £6,940 in the
previous year. The main reason for the surplus was that Hertfordshire County Council (HCC) significantly
supported the centre during lockdown whilst expenditure for running costs and activities were reduced during
that time. The Centre was also supported by government Furlough receipts and grants for PPE.

The charity aims to maintain staffing ratios and skills at the existing level to ensure that a positive and
enhancing service is provided to all Service Users who attend the centre.

It is the policy of the charity that unrestricted funds which have not been designated for a specffic use should
be maintained at a level equivalent to three month’s expenditure. The Trustees consider that reserves at this
level will ensure that, in the event of a material change to its major funding source, they will be able to
continue the charity's current activities while consideration is given to ways in which additional funds may be
raised. This level of reserves has been maintained throughout the year. The Trustees have agreed that the
level of reserves held should be subject to review on an annual basis.

The Trustees, during the year, evaluated the Reserves Policy of the Centre. In doing so, they identified that
its major funding source of income was from its Service Users under the control of Hertfordshire County
Council Commissioning. The Trustees agreed that any reserves policy set by the Centre would need to be
such that it addressed the risks of unplanned closure on the Service Users, staff and volunteers,

Dacorum Borough Council owns the Waterside building and legally the lease ended in December 2020. The
negotiations for the renewal of the lease were suspended due to Covid but Dacorum Borough Council
continue to invoice Waterside on a quarterly basis. Negotiations for the renewal of the building lease at an
economic rent will recommence during 2021/22 with Dacorum Borough Council. The Trustees have
designated funds to provide for the cost of maintenance that is required to the fabric of the charity's building.
The provision exists in order to recognise that the building must be maintained to a "fit for purpose".
Provisions will be made to the Fund in future to ensure that the level of the Fund meets the Centre's needs.

In summary the Trustees have agreed that the level of reserves should be set at:
Risks of Unplanned Closure - 80,000
Building External/Internal Repairs- 50,000 (held as a designated fund)

The current Covid rules have had the most extreme impact of the service capacity of the Waterside Centre.
The Trustees are most grateful to the management and staff in supporting Service Users during the period of
national lockdown and ensuring a recovery service since July 13th 2020.

HCC has supported Waterside to provide these services since the beginning of lockdown. They continued to
provide support for Waterside to run services at a safe operating level until the end of September 2021 and
subsequently HCC has advised that Waterside will be awarded a contract on the new framework to continue
to supply services for at least a further three years.

Under the Memorandum and Articles of Association, the charity has the power to make any investment that
the Trustees see fit.

Structure, governance and management

The charitable company is governed by a Memorandum and Articles of Association and was incorporated on
27 September 1990. The Memorandum and Articles of Association was amended by a resolution dated 22
November 1990. The charitable company ('the charity") was registered as a charity by the Charity
Commission on 18 December 1990.

The charity is constituted as a company limited by guarantee with a board of Trustees, who are also Directors
of the charity for Companies Act purposes. There is no maximum number of Trustees that can be appointed
but the minimum number is six. The Trustees meet a minimum of six times per annum to oversee the running
of the organisation. Their responsibilities are defined in the Articles of Association. No remuneration is
payable to the members of the Management Committee. Suitable candidates are identified and invited to join
the Trustee body. Prospective Trustees are invited to attend the Centre and Trustees meetings to acquaint
themselves with all aspects of the charity before they are formally invited to become Trustees.

Day to day activities are delegated to the manager and staff team. The Trustees regularly attend the centre
and monitor activities.

Accounting policies

Charity information
The Waterside Centre, Kings Langley is a private company limited by guarantee incorporated in England
and Wales. The registered office is 63 Waterside, Kings Langiey, Hertfordshire, WD4 8HE.

The company is a private company limited by guarantee and not having any share capital. The extent of
the liability of the members of the company on a winding up is limited to a maximum of one pound each.
The company is also a registered charity and accordingly no liability to corporation tax arises on the
financial statements.

The charitable company has an exemption under section 30(5) of the Companies Act 1985 from using
‘Limited' in the title.

Accounting convention

The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the charity's Memorandum and Articles of
Association, the Companies Act 2006 and "Accounting and Reporting by Charities: Statement of
Recommended Practice applicable to charities preparing their accounts in accordance with the Financial
Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland (FRS 102) (effective 1 January 2019)",
The charity is a Public Benefit Entity as defined by FRS 102.

The charity has taken advantage of the provisions in the SORP for charities applying FRS 102 Update
Bulletin 1 not to prepare a Statement of Cash Flows.

The financial statements are prepared in sterling, which is the functional currency of the charity. Monetary
amounts in these financial statements are rounded to the nearest £.

The financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost convention. The principal
accounting policies adopted are set out below.

Going concern

At the time of approving the financial statements, despite the ongoing and potential effects of COVID-19,
the trustees have a reasonable expectation that the charity has adequate resources to continue in
operational existence for the foreseeable future. The trustees continue to adopt the going concern basis of
accounting in preparing the financial statements and no adjustments to the results or the carrying values
declared in these financial statements are required, and none have been made.

Charitable funds

Unrestricted funds are available for use at the discretion of the Trustees in furtherance of their charitable
objectives.

Income

Income is recognised when the charity is legally entitled to it after any performance conditions have been
met, the amounts can be measured reliably, and it is probable that income will be received.

Cash donations are recognised on receipt. Other donations are recognised once the charity has been
notified of the donation, unless performance conditions require deferral of the amount. Income tax
recoverable in relation to donations received under Gift Aid or deeds of covenant is recognised at the time
of the donation.

Expenditure

Resources expended are included in the Statement of Financial Activities on an accruals basis inclusive of
VAT.

Accounting policies (Continued)

Tangible fixed assets

Tangible fixed assets are initially measured at cost and subsequently measured at cost or valuation, net of
depreciation and any impairment losses.

Depreciation is recognised so as to write off the cost or valuation of assets less their residual values over
their useful lives on the following bases:

Plant and machinery 25% straight line

The gain or loss arising on the disposal of an asset is determined as the difference between the sale
proceeds and the carrying value of the asset, and is recognised in net income/(expenditure) for the year.

Assets costing under £1,500 are charged directly to the Statement of Financial Activities in the year of
purchase.

Where capital items are acquired through donations received, those assets are written off in the year of
purchase.

impairment of fixed assets

At each reporting end date, the charity reviews the carrying amounts of its tangible assets to determine
whether there is any indication that those assets have suffered an impairment loss. If any such indication
exists, the recoverable amount of the asset is estimated in order to determine the extent of the impairment
loss (if any).

Cash and cash equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents include cash in hand, deposits held at call with banks, other short-term liquid
investments with original maturities of three months or less, and bank overdrafts. Bank overdrafts are
shown within borrowings in current liabilities.

Financial instruments
The charity has elected to apply the provisions of Section 11 ‘Basic Financial Instruments’ and Section 12
‘Other Financial Instruments Issues’ of FRS 102 to all of its financial instruments.

Financial instruments are recognised in the charity's balance sheet when the charity becomes party to the
contractual provisions of the instrument.

Financial assets and liabilities are offset, with the net amounts presented in the financial statements, when
there is a legally enforceable right to set off the recognised amounts and there is an intention to settle on a
net basis or to realise the asset and settle the liability simultaneously.

Basic financial assets

Basic financial assets, which include debtors and cash and bank balances, are initially measured at
transaction price including transaction costs and are subsequently carried at amortised cost using the
effective interest method unless the arrangement constitutes a financing transaction, where the transaction
is measured at the present value of the future receipts discounted at a market rate of interest. Financial
assets classified as receivable within one year are not amortised.

Accounting policies (Continued)

Basic financial liabilities

Basic financial liabilities, including creditors and bank {oans are initially recognised at transaction price
unless the arrangement constitutes a financing transaction, where the debt instrument is measured at the
present value of the future payments discounted at a market rate of interest. Financial liabilities classified
as payable within one year are not amortised.

Debt instruments are subsequently carried at amortised cost, using the effective interest rate method.

Trade creditors are obligations to pay for goods or services that have been acquired in the ordinary course
of operations from suppliers. Amounts payable are classified as current liabilities if payment is due within
one year or less. If not, they are presented as non-current liabilities. Trade creditors are recognised initially
at transaction price and subsequently measured at amortised cost using the effective interest method.

Derecognition of financial liabilities
Financial liabilities are derecognised when the charity’s contractual obligations expire or are discharged or
cancelled.

Taxation
The activities of the charity are exempt from Corporation Tax under Section 505 of the Income and
Corporation Taxes Act 1988 to the extent that they are applied to the organisation's charitable objects.

Employee benefits
The cost of any unused holiday entitlement is recognised in the period in which the employee’s services
are received.

Termination benefits are recognised immediately as an expense when the charity is demonstrably
committed to terminate the employment of an employee or to provide termination benefits.

Retirement benefits
Payments to defined contribution retirement benefit schemes are charged as an expense as they fall due.

Critical accounting estimates and judgements

In the application of the charity’s accounting policies, the Trustees are required to make judgements,
estimates and assumptions about the carrying amount of assets and liabilities that are not readily apparent
from other sources. The estimates and associated assumptions are based on historical experience and
other factors that are considered to be relevant. Actual results may differ from these estimates.

The estimates and underlying assumptions are reviewed on an ongoing basis. Revisions to accounting
estimates are recognised in the period in which the estimate is revised where the revision affects only that
period, or in the period of the revision and future periods where the revision affects both current and future
periods.
