TRUSTEES' REPORT 
 
The trustees present their report for the period ended 5th April 2024. 
 
Constitution 
The trust was established by Trust Deed on 25th March 1990. 
 
Principal activities 
The Trust is registered as a charity under the Charities Act 2011.  The objects of the Trust are 
to make donations to such charitable institutions as the trustees in their absolute discretion 
think fit. 
 
Results for the year 
The trustees have continued to distribute the reserves of the trust in accordance with the 
objects of the trust deed. Grants have been made to support Christian outreach, and those 
engaged in such activities. The Trust also supports charities involved in alleviating suffering 
and poverty at home and abroad. 
 
In 2023, the trust was donated an investment property from The Hannah Charitable Trust, a 
Scottish charity with similar aims to the trust. However, since the property was in need of much 
investment to bring it up to a marketable state for letting (which the Trust didn’t have), the 
property was sold, (at a reasonable rate) to the Deo Gloria Trust, (Registered Number 
2433305), a charity with similar aims to the Micaiah Trust. 
 
The trustees of the Micaiah Trust meet regularly to prayerfully consider the gifting and support 
of those charities we seek to help.

The trustees have considered the risks which the charity may face and are satisfied that 
adequate contingency plans appropriate to the size of the organisation are in place to lessen 
the effect of such risks.
