The Trustees retain-the-power to invest in the facilities of the charity to ensure they are maintained
to a standard which ensures compliance with Health and Safety requirements. The Trustees will
develop a long-term strategy to ensure the facilities are maintained and enhanced to meet the
needs of future users.
