Trustees' Report

The Trustees present the annual report together with the financial statements of the trust for the year
ended 31 March 2022.

Objectives and activities

Objects and aims

The trust is established for:
1. the preservation, protection and improvement of any listed buildings and any other property of
national, historical, architectural, artistic or scientific interest;

2. the encouragement of access to and the study of the same.

Public benefit

The Charities Act 2006 introduced the requirement for charities to show they provided public benefit.
The Trustees have reviewed the objects, goals, services and objectives of the trust in the light of this
requirement and can confirm that Fenwick Charitable Trust serves the public benefit. This Trustees*
Annual Report continues to evidence how the trust strives to meet this requirement.

The provision of a publically available and purpose built archive (the Devon Rural Archive or DRA)
with the folllowing uses;

- Public access for research, storage of artefacts and documents related to the purposes of the
Fenwick Charitable Trust, as set out above.

- For lectures with guest speakers on topics of relevance to the DRA and its collection.

During this reporting period, the Trustees confirm the activities of the DRA have been consistent with

the trust's objects and aims.

Financial review
The trust generated income of f188,047 (2021: 8226,679) in the year. Costs totalling 6148,488 (2021:
6188,314) were incurred. The trust achieved realised gains on investments of 68,632 (2021:638,340)
and achieved unrealised gains of 618,591 (2021: 6237,156) during the year. An overall surplus was
achieved for the year of 666,782 (2021: 6313,861). The balance of unrestricted funds at the year end
was F4,570,766 (2021: 64,503,984).

The charity is in good financial health, with the Trust's assets held in a porffolio of stocks and share
investments, four freehold properties, land and cash at the bank.

Review of the year
The DRA has continued to promote the study of Devon's buildings and landscapes by providing
access to its extensive collection of historic documents, maps and images as well as books and
periodicals. Alongside exhibitions and events the Archive has welcomed visitors from across the
county and farther afield and supported them in their research into Devon's history. This has been
made possible by the support of the volunteer team who give their time freely and as a result are able
to socialise whilst making a difference in their community.

An overview of DRA activity for the year covered by this report is as follows;

.There were 1006 visitors to the Archive

.Currently 12 volunteers give their time to the Archive. One volunteer is focusing on the DRA's social
media presence.

In February the 2022 evening lecture programme consisting of 11 lectures was launched

.For the first time all the tickets were available from the online shop and this signiTicantly reduced the
amount of time needed to process each booking and payment

.29 people bought season tickets meaning they could attend all 11 talks in 2022 for E'44

~ The first talk was given by Dr Todd Gray about Devon's last slave owners and all tickets sold out in

advance (N.B. there was reduced seating because of government guidance. One attendee became
disruptive during the question session and left; an anonymous phone call the following week
suggested there would be repercussions for the Archive but this did not go any further)

- Tickets for the March and April lectures sold out in advance. One lady attended from Hertford. The
restriction placed on the number of people attending was lifted in March. The June lecture was
postponed owing to the ill health of the speaker

.There were 8 guided tours of Shilstone (6 of the house and 2 of the landscape). A further 2 tours of
the landscape were cancelled due to poor ticket sales and 2 house tours were cancelled because of
photoshoots. There is one more tour of the house scheduled for 2022

.3 pop. up cafe events were held at the Archive and visitors were encouraged to visit the library, view
displays, peruse the second hand book stall and explore parts of the gardens at Shilstone. A book
signing was also held during the final pop-up cafe event. A fourth pop-up cafe event was cancelled
within three hours of opening because the caterer was unwell.

.Post year end the Trust purchased and mounted a defibrillator in the courtyard.

- 2 visitors were taken ill whilst at the Archive during the Summer and both required an ambulance to
attend (one lady refused treatment and left before the ambulance arrived).

~ The Devonshire Association Buildings Section held their spring meeting in the Archive. The Archive
supplied cream teas.

.The Friends of Devon's Archive held their Norden Survey meeting in the Archive. Lunch was
supplied by the Archive.

.BMW held a two-day test driving event at Shilstone and guests were able to explore the Archive as
part of their visit.

- The Restore Trust held a meeting at Shilstone and members visited the Archive.

~ There were two group visits to the Archive; one by Yealmpton and Briixton Wl and the other by
Wembury History Society. ACG gave a talk in Wembury prior to their visit.

~ Work on the cafe began at the end of August. With the help of the volunteers the contents of the old
storeroom were packed and moved to the new storage area. There is still some sorting to be done to
ensure the correlating catalogue information is up to date.

~ The Shilstone exhibition in Gallery 2 was dismantled to make way for the new storage area and
some of the artefacts are now on display in the ground floor lobby.

~ A display about Pike Ward (on loan from South West Heritage Trust) opened in Gallery 1 in

February. This was removed after the linked evening lecture in September so the building work could
continue.

~ The Research Library and office were reorganised to make room for items that could not fit into the
one storage area.

~ The Exeter Diocesan Advisory Committee filmed a promotional video in the Archive.

~ The Archive had a display of old photographs and farm posters at the Yealmpton Show. The DRA
Curator was interviewed about the Archive on BBC Radio Devon.

~ The build of the Image Bank website was completed but input is yet to begin due to a lack of time. It
is planned for this to commence during the winter.

~ Many Gmail users are still not receiving emails from the Archive as our domain has been blacklisted.
(Netlogix liaised with Google about this but it is not possible to resolve the issue directly as it requires
each contact to mark the DRA as a safe sender. This has had a negative impact on our public profile
as some first time users have assumed that the Archive does not reply, We have highlighted the issue
through our social media plafforms in the hope of rectifying it in some part).

.155 email addresses have subscribed to the electronic mailing list through the Archive website and
by completing registration forms when visiting the Archive in person. This takes the total number of
subscribers to 938 unique email addresses.

~ The Archive continues to issue monthly e-newsletters with details of news and events.

~ The Archive has been featured in local and county publications as well as in heritage sector
newsletters.

.2485 people follow Archive activity on social media. This is an increase of 309 people this year.

~ The Curator met with volunteers from South Brent Archive about possible collaboration, and similarly
with Dr Tim Powell from The National Archives to discuss the DRA working towards Accreditation
status.

~ The DRA is registered with the Find an Archive network and received ARCHON number 3612 which
can be used as the DRA repository code when contributing catalogue 'mformation to the network.

~ The Curator met with Greg White from the Museum of Policing in Devon and Comwall and liaison is
on-going with a view to sharing expertise and hosting lectures and events.

~ The DRA has been approached by the owners of Buckland House at Buckland Tout Saint about
surveying the property as part of Project Dorm. They have been asked to provide details about how
much of the land is in their ownership before a decision is made.

~ The DRA has received numerous donations of material of all kinds and the items are being added to
our catalogue, this includes:

1) Books by the Devon and Comwall Records Society
2) Large collection of reports and guides on parish churches
3) Historic documents relating to properties in Ashburton, Sherford and Wembury
4) The parish copy of the Bigbury Tithe Map
5) Assorted journals, periodicals and notes
6) Postcards of Torquay and photos of the local area
7) Large suitcase full of material relating to Modbury and Shilstone
8) Run of South Devon Ger Books
9) Large selection of local interest books from individuals
10) Market ledgers as well as valuation and stock books from Sawdye and Harris

Plans for future periods
The Trustees plan to continue the development and growth of the archive.

Policy on rasetves

The financial position of the trust remains satisfactory and at the year end the level of free reserves
was f179,374 (2021: 871,681). The Trustees continue to be of the opinion that the long term viability

of the trust is best secured by establishing a sufficient investment portfolio, the income from which can
be applied for charitable purposes.

To continue the development of the rural archive and study centre, the trust needs to have sufficient
income and to provide reasonable expectation of long-term capital appreciation, greater than the rate
of inflation. The trust needs to have a reserve to meet unforeseeable contingencies. This would
enable the project to continue if, for example, costs prove to be greater than anticipated or there is an
unexpected reduction in income.

Investment policy end objectives

The Trustees have adopted the recommended approach to investment of funds as set out in the
Charity Commission guidance CC14.

The Trustees consider the diversification of investments across rental property including farmland,
fixed interest investments, quoted securities and cash. Furthermore, the Trustees consider the nature
of the investment within each category and consider whether the investments are suitable with an
adequate measure of diversification.

The Trustees expect expenditure on charitable activities as above to increase. The Trustees' intention

is that the investment funds should provide sufficient income to sustain those activises indefinitely.

In purchasing buildings for investment, the Trustees' intention is to try to acquire redundant listed
buildings, which have limited commercial use. By careful selection and management it is possible to
achieve long term yield enhancement and hence appreciation in value. The Trustees are prepared to
consider the change of use of listed properties to enhance the value for long term letting and sale.

The Trustees receive advice from letting agents on the letting of properties. The yields on investment
properties currently held are in line with current market rates.

Parcels of rural land are held as an investment until such time as either:
~ The use of the land can be transferred to comply with the objects of the trust, or
~ They can be sold and replaced by other land which is then held as an asset used in the fulfilment of
the trust's objectives.

As regards quoted securities, the Trustees will retain investments in United Kingdom and overseas
equities providing they receive advice that this is a reasonable strategy in the medium term. These
investments are intended to provide the Trustees with a fund, which produces sufficient income snd
with potential for capital appreciation in the medium term. Quoted securities can be readily converted
into cash and it is the Trustees' policy to continue to retain a portfolio of quoted investments in the
foreseeable future.

The Trustees retain a firm of independent investment advisors to advise on the management of the
quoted investments and to assist in the development of a strategy over time to balance the portfolio in
terms of suitability and diversification.

Structure, governance and management
The Fenwick Charitable Trust was established by a deed dated 5 November 1991, as varied by the
deed of amendment dated 12 May 2006. In February 1992 confirmation was received from the Charity
Commissioners that the trust had been registered, the number being 1007957.

The trust is constituted as a charitable trust with a trust deed being the goverriing document. This
deed sets out the objects of the trust and the powers of the Trustees.

The management of the trust is the responsibility of the Trustees. The Trustees who served during the
year and to the date of signing this report are set out on page 1.

The Board of Trustees includes individuals with a balance of relevant experience snd skills. The full

Board is responsible for all decisions regarding the management of the trust, as there are no
sub-committees. A decision of the majority of the Trustees present and voting at any duly constituted
meeting thereof shall be valid and binding on all the Trustees. The Board of Trustees meets
approximately four times a year to consider all matters. In the current year this target was not met and
only one meeting was held.

Mr S E S Fenwick, as settlor, has the power to appoint and remove Trustees.

Risks statement
The Trustees have adopted the recommended approach to risk management as set out in the Charity
Commission guidance CC26.

The Trustees consider the operational risks to which the trust is exposed and take reasonable
precautions to mitigate against the consequences of such outcomes. In particular, in terms of securing
long term funding the trustees have adopted the policies as set out above.

The Trustees retain comprehensive insurance cover in respect of property and employer and public
liability insurances.

Going concern
The accounts have been prepared on a going concern basis which the Trustees believe is appropriate
given the level of assets held by the trust. The Trustees consider the income generated by these
assets to be suflicient to allow the trust to meet its liabilities as they fall due.

Each member has taken steps that they ought to have taken as a member in order to make
themselves aware of any relevant audit information and to establish that the trust's auditor is aware of
that information. The Trustees confirm that there is no relevant information that they know of and of
which they know the auditor is unaware.

We also considered those laws and regulations that have a direct impact on the
preparation of the financial statements, primarily the Charities Act, relevant tax compliance regulations
in the UK and reporting framework (Charities SORP - FRS102).

We discussed with management how the compliance with these laws and regulations is monitored
and we discussed the policies and procedures in place. We also identified the individuals who have
any issues if the arise. As part of our planning procedures, we assessed the risk of any
non-compliance with laws and regulations on the trust's ability to continue trading and the risk of
material misstatement in the accounts.

aased on this understanding we designed our audit procedures to identify noncompliance with such
laws and regulations. Our procedures involved the following:

~ Enquiries of management and those charged with governance regarding their knowledge of any
non-compliance with laws and regulations that could affect the financial statements;
~ Reviewed legal and professional costs to identify any possible non compliance or legal costs in

respect of non compliance; and
- Reviewed board minutes

As part of our enquiries we discussed with management whether there have been any known
instances, allegations or suspicions of fraud, of which there were none.

We also evaluated the risk of fraud through management ovenide including that arising from
management's incentives. The key risk we identified was the misallocation and misappropriation of
cash.

In response to the identified riisk, as part of our audit work we:
~ Used data analytics to test journal entries throughout the year, for appropriateness;.Reviewed income supporting documentation and considered how amounts have been recognised in

the financial statements;
Reviewed estimates and judgements made in the accounts for any indication of bias and challenged

assumptions used by management in making those estimates;
Reviewed cashbooks, bank statements, debtors and creditors for potential related party

transacations.

Because of the inherent limitation of an audit, there is a risk that we will not detect all irregularities,
including those leading to non-compliance with laws and regulations is from the events and
transactions reflected in the financial statements as we are less likely to become aware of instances
of non-compliance.

1 Accounting policies

Statement of compliance
The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with Accounting and Reporting by
Charities: Statement of Recommended Practice applicable to charities preparing their accounts in

accordance with the Financial Reporting Randard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland (FRS
102) (second edition —October 2019) and the Charities Act 2011.

Basis of preparation
Fenwick Charitable Trust meets the definition of a public benefit entity under FRS 102. Assets and
liabilities are initially recognised at historical cost or transaction value unless otherwise stated in the
relevant accounting policy notes.

Going concern
The Trustees consider that there are no material uncertainties about the trust's ability to continue as a
going concern.

Judgements and key sources of estimation uncertainty
In the application of the trust's accounting policies, which are described in this note, the Trustees are
required to make judgements, estimates and assumptions about the carrying value of assets and
liabilities that are not readily apparent from other sources. The estimates and underlying assumptions
are based on historically known factors and experience. Therefore, the Trustees do not perceive there
to be critical areas of judgement or key sources of estimation uncertainty in the formulation of the
financial statements.

income and endowments
All income is recognised once the trust has entitlement to the income, it is probable that the income
will be received and the amount of income receivable can be measured reliably.

Rent and interest are accounted for on an accruals basis.

Invesfmenf income

Dividends are accounted for on a receipts basis.

Expenditure
All expenditure is recognised once there is a legal or constructive obligation to that expenditure, it is
probable settlement is required and the amount can be measured reliably.

Resources expended are allocated directly to either of rental property costs, charitable activities, or
governance of the charity. Experises that relate to both charitable activities and governance costs
have been reviewed and apportioned in the accounts appropriately.

Raising funds

These are costs incurred in attracting voluntary income, the management of investments and those
incurred in trading activities that raise funds.

Charitable activities

Charitable expenditure comprises those costs incurred by the trust in the delivery of its activities and
services for its beneficiaries. It includes both costs that can be allocated directly to such activities and
those costs of an indirect nature necessary to support them.

Charitable donations

Donations to other charitable organisstions are included in the accounts when the Trustees have
made a resolution to make such a donation.

Governance costs
These include the costs attributable to the trust's compliance with constitutional and statutory
requirements, including audit, strategic management and Trustees meetings and reimbursed
expenses.

Taxation
The trust is considered to pass the tests set out in Paragraph 1 Schedule 6 of the Finance Act 2010
and therefore it meets the definition of a charity for UK corporation tax purposes. Accordingly, the trust
is potentially exempt from taxation in respect of income or capital gains received within categories
covered by Chapter 3 Part 11 of the Corporation Tax Act 2010 or Section 256 of the Taxation of
Chargeable Gains Act 1992, to the extent that such income or gains are applied exclusively to
charitable purposes.

Tangible ffxed assets
Individual fixed assets costing 6500 or more are initially recorded at cost.

Heritage assets
Heritage assets are induded in the accounts at cost. The works of art and other artefacts are
maintained in good condition such that they have a high residual value and useful life to render any
depreciation charge immaterial.

Depreciation and amortisstion
Depreciation is provided on tangible fixed assets so as to write off the cost or valuation, less any
estimated residual value, over their expected useful economic life as follows:

Investment properties
Quoted investments are carried at the dosing market value prevailing at the balance sheet date.
Unlisted investments are carried at cost, less any provision needed to recognise a diminution in value.
The net unrealised gains or losses on the revaluation of investments are taken to the Statement of
Financial Activities.

Freehold land and buildings are induded at Trustees' valuation, with the gain or loss taken to the
Statement of Financial Activities.

Fixed asset investments
Fixed asset investments, other than programme related investments, are induded at market value at
the balance sheet date. Realised gains and losses on investments are calculated as the difference
between sales proceeds and their market value at the start of the year, or their subsequent cost, and
are charged or credited to the Statement of Financial Activities in the period of disposal.

Unrealised gains and losses represent the movement in market values during the year and are
credited or charged to the Statement of Financial Activities based on the market value at the year end.

Trade debtors
Trade debtors are recognised initially at the transaction price. A provision for the impairment of trade
debtors is established when there is objective evidence that the charity will not be able to collect all

amounts due according to the original terms of the receivables.

Fund structure
Unrestriicted income funds are general funds that are available for use at the Trustees discretion in

furtherance of the objectives of the trust.

Financial instruments

Classification

The Trust only has financial assets and financial liabilities of a kind that qualify as basic financial
instruments, except for listed investments (described above). These are classified as fair value
through the profit and loss, which are initially measured at fair value (which is normally the transaction
price excluding transaction costs), and then remeasured at their fair value determined by reference to
their market value at the balance sheet date. Basic financial instruments are initially recognised at
transaction value and subsequently measured at their settlement value.
