Significant decisions with regard to the spiritual life of the Church are taken by Church elders aft lt t'ers. The trustees take responsibility for day-to-day practical decisions. Matters of significancecontinue to be discussed with the wider Church via special meetings and through the small group structure.
Trustees meet regularly as prescribed by the trust deed Responsibility for the appointment of new trusteesrests with the existing board of trustees. The trustees have acknowledged that the Treasurer has been facingsignificant demands on his time and to alleviate this a wider finance team has been created.
Chris Strahan, an elder in the Church, served as the Church's pastor throughout the year, assisted by JamesCarr who was employed by the Church on a part time basis. 'Apostolic oversight' of the Church throughout theyear was provided by Mr Keri Jones of Ministries Without Borders.

Reserves

The Trustees have a policy of carrying minimum reserves of two thousand pounds, in addition to any

restricted funds held, to provide funding for unforeseen property repairs and other emergencies. The total

unrestricted reserves currently amount to E734,187 (2021: K733,541), however, this amount includes a
revaluation reserve of fA67, 808 (2021 F467,808l)

Review of Activities

Responsibility for pastorai care rested with Chris Strahan who was also responsible for overall leadership of

the Church, assisted by James Carr, together with Rose Starkey and Katy Allen, deacons in the Church

throughout this period.

For parts of the period Church gatherings took place utiiising 'on-line platforms' due to government restrictions

on public gatherings as a response to the Covid-19 pandemic. "ln person" gatherings resumed as permitted

by government guidelines with appropriate "social distancing" and all other Covid related restrictions followed.

Around 50 adults regularly attended the main Sunday meeting during the period, with students inflating

numbers during university term time.

Notwithstanding the impact of the Covid-19 pandemic, the church continued to reach out to the community,

hosting regular social events using online platforms The Church also provided a Christmas Carol service and

continued to have an involvement with the local branch of Christians Against Poverty, an organisation

providing debt counselling services

Room hire income in the period was reduced due to the Church building facilities being closed for iarge parts

of the year because of nationai and locai 'lockdown' restrictions. Regular room hires recommenced in the latter

part of the financial year.

The charity's commitment to poor relief funding in Lancaster was maintained and further donations were made

in respect of poor relief both locally and internationally, as well as donations to support the work of local

charities and various projects around the world undertaken by Ministries VNthout Borders.

The Church welcomed a number of 'visiting' speakers during the year, some of whom filmed their messages
remotely during "iockdowns", including Tim Jones, Ezekiel Shibemba and Geoff Grice.

(b}Funds

(c}income recognition

All incoming resources are included in the Statement of Financial Activities (MFA) when the charity is
legally entitled to the income after any performance condltiorls have been met, the amount can be
measured reliably and it is probable that the income wiii be received.

For donations to be recognised the charity will have been notNed of the amounts and the settlement
date in writing. If there are conditions attached to the donation and this requires a level of performance
before entitlement can be obtained then income is deferred until those conditions are fully met or the
fulfilment of those conditions is within the control of the charity and it is probable that they wiII be fulfilled.

Donated facilities and donated professional services are recognised in income at their fair value when
their economic benefit is probable, it can be measured reiiabfy and the charity has controi over the item.
Fair value is determined on the basis of the value of the gift to the charity. For example, the amount the
charity would be willing to pay in the open market for such facilities and services. A corresponding
amount is recognised in expenditure.

No amount is included in the financial statements for volunteer time in tine with the SORP. Further detail
is given in the Trustees' Annual Report.

income from trading activities includes income earned from fundraising events and trading activities to
raise funds for the charity. Income is received in exchange for suppiyirig goods and services in order to
raise funds and is recognised when entitiement has occurred.

The charity received government grants in respect of furlough. Income from government and other
grants are recognised at fair value when the charity has entitlement after any performance conditions
have been met, it is probable that the income will be received and the amount can be measured reliabiy.
If entitlement is not met then these amounts are deferred

Investment income is interest only.

(d}Expenditure recognition

Ail expenditure is accounted for on an accruais basis and has been ciassified under headings that
aggregate all costs related to the category. Expenditure is recognised where there is a legal or
constructive obligation to make payments to third parties, it is probable that the settiernent wiil be
required and the amount of the obligation can be measured reliably.

irrecoverable VAT is charged as an expense against the activity for which expenditure arose.

Grants payable to third parties are within the charitable objectives. Where unconditional grants are
offered, this is accrued as soon as the recipient is notified of the grant, as this gives rise to a reasonable
expectation that the recipient wiII receive the grants. Where grants are conditional relating to
performance then the grant is only accrued when any unfulfilled conditions are outside of the control of
the charity.

(e) Support cosh allocation

Support costs are those that assist the work of the charity but do not directly represent charitable
activities and include office costs, governance costs, administrative and payroll costs. They are incurred
directly in support of expenditure on the objects of the charity and include project management carried
out at Headquarters. Where support costs cannot be directly attributed to particuiar headings they have
been allocated to cost of raising funds and expenditure on charitable activities on a basis consistent with
use of the resources.

Fund-raising costs are those incurred in seeking voluntary contributions and do not include the costs ofdisseminating information in support of the charitable activities.

The analysis of these costs is included in note 6.

(f) Tangible fixed assets

Tangible fixed assets are stated at cost {ordeemed cost) or valuation less accumulated depreciationand accumulated impairment fosses. Cost includes costs directly attributable to making the assetcapable of operating as intended.

Depreciation is provided on all tangible tixed assets, at rates calculated to write off the cost, lessestimated residual value, of each asset on a systematic basis over its expected useful life as follows:

(g) Debtors and creditors receivable I payable within one year

Debtors and creditors with no stated interest rate and receivable or payable within one year are recordedat transaction price. Any losses arising from impairment are recognised in expenditure.

{h)Loans and borrowlngs

Loans and borrowings are initially recognised at the transaction price including transaction costs.Subsequently, they are measured at amortised cost using the effective interest rate method, fessimpairment. If an arrangement constitutes a finance transaction it is measured at present value.

{i)Leases

Assets acquired under finance leases are capitalised and depreciated over the shorter of the lease termand the expected useful iife of the asset Obligations under such agreements are included in creditors.The difference between the capitalised cost and the total obligation under the lease represents thefinance charges Finance charges are written-off to the SOFA ever the period of the lease so as toproduce a constant periodic rate of charge.

(j) Employee benefits

VVhen employees have rendered service to the charity, short-term employee benefits to which theempioyees are entitled are recognised at the undiscounted amount expected to be paid in exchange forthat service.

The charity operates a defined contribution plan for the benefit of its employees. Contributions areexpensed as they become payable.

(k) Going concern

The financial statements have been prepared on a going concern basis as the trustees believe that nomaterial uncertainties exist. The trustees have considered the level of funds held and the expected levelof income and expenditure for 12 months from authorising these financial statements. The budgetedincome and expenditure is sufficient with the level of reserves for the charity to be able to continue as agoing concern.

The charity operates a defined contribution pension pian for its employees. The amount recognised as
an expense in the period was anil (2021 - anil).

20 Related party transactions

In the year to 31 March 2022, D0,900 was paid to Christopher Strahan (trustee) for his services relating

to ministry after the retirement of the pastor (2021 —R9,750). This has been agreed by the other trustees

and wili continue for as long as necessary at f750 per fnonth. He does not receive any payment

regarding his work as a trustee.

The total aggregated donations given by the trustees without conditions is F13,559 (2021 - 616,704}.

One of the trustees (C Strahan) has given a loan to the church. The balance outstanding at 3'I March

2022 is F276 (2021 - E1,192). No interest is charged on this loan arrd is repayable at the church's

convenience.
