This year the BSG PSA was finally able to
run a full year's schedule of events without
hindrance from COVID restrictions which
had curtailed some of the fundraising efforts
and events in the previous year.

Not only have all events been run
successfully but demand for events such as
the Year 7 & 8 disco ns Thorpe Park has
increased substantially over pre pandemic
levels. Also, the year-end summer concert
event was an especially large and well
attended one as it was also the
Headmaster’s farewell event.

The income and associated expenses reflect
the increase in fundraising activity this year.
Donations this year included £50,000 which
was used for equipment in the new sports
facility which was officially opened in July
2022. School also required a new projector
in the main hall, and the replacement was
funded by the PSA.
