The PTA had a far more successful year due
to the ability to hold more events in person
thanks to the lifting of restrictions and the
vaccinations against Coronavirus. We were
able to undertake our two biggest annual
fundraising events and as a result income
returned to pre-pandemic levels.

Total receipts were in excess of £70,000,
with the annual Summer Fair and
Grandparents Day being the two most
financially successful, bringing in just over
£26,000 combined.

Other successful events and sales included
non-uniform days, the supper quiz, sales of
challah and the school calendar and
voluntary donations.

Total payments amounted to just over
£37,000 of which the largest payments were
to the school and running costs of the
summer fair.
