Therefore throuSh out the year the trustees focus on fundraisin& raising vital funds for the
preschool and allowing them to buy/replace equipment and learning resources throughout the school year.

etgs hunts, Halloween party, glitter tattoo stalls and a teddy beaB picnic. Not only did this help us raise
such a large amount of money, it also meant that the public could join in with some of these events ,
allowing past, present and children waiting to roin preschoolto attend.
