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Objectives & Activities: Puffins is a pre school led by a committee of local people and
provides early years education for children between 2 years and 5 years at the above setting. It is
run as a non profit setting and any surplus is used entirely within the setting and to further the
charity’s work.

The setting has had another fruitful year despite facing challenging circumstances due to
Covid19. The trustees are thankful to the leadership provided by Mrs Meadows as Manager and
Ms Gaukrodger as Deputy Manager. The leadership has been augmented by an excellent staff
team.

During the financial year on 20/21 we had one staff member leave, Mrs Jackson, who was with us
for a short time.

We opened up after the initial lockdown and provided spaces especially for keyworker children.
Covid affected many of our families but the setting itself did not close at all. We have managed to
survive during the pandemic and have been well supported by families. The staff should be
congratulated in the way that they cared for children during this time.

With good staff to pupil ratio and an intimate setting, means we continued to have
reasonable numbers. We continue to help the staff with CDP and seek to create a happy
environment for all.

The redundancy fund has increased slightly but remains at a satisfactory level. Our aim is
to have at least the equivalent of 6 month salary held in this account.

The staff pension fund has worked well in accordance with the latest Government
recommendation. We have been able to keep up with both increasing pension contributions and
also statutory wage increases.

The facilities are continually upgraded and provide a wonderful experience for the children.

Our numbers level remained steady which was good ,especially as other settings
experienced a drop in take up.

Thank you to all who have helped make Puffins a friendly place for children to come and
learn and grow. Thank you to the staff who have been dedicated to their work during the
pandemic.

PAYMENTS TO TRUSTEES: No payments were made to trustees or any
persons connected with them during this financial period except for expenses. No material
transaction took place between the charity and a trustee or any person connected with them.

PUBLIC BENEFIT: The charity acknowledges its requirement to demonstrate clearly that it
must have charitable purposes or 'alms' that are for the public benefit. The Charity provides places
for children at affordable rates for all in the community. We especially accommodate people from a
wide catchment area and work with other local settings and schools to ensure children who are in
need of a little more help receive it appropriately.
