£6,000 to the school each year, which help
towards the cost of coaches for school trips
and ingredients for the food technology
lessons.

We continued with our traditional gifts to the
children of Christmas Crackers and Easter
Treats as well as a special treat this year
covering the cost of reindeers visiting the
school.




Our total donation to the school this year
ending July 2024 was £26,642.33 funded
through the current years fund raising efforts
and through use of the funds raised in the
previous year.

This included a donation of £15,000 towards
new play equipment, £3,750 towards new
laptops and £1,392.35 towards new books

Running costs of £794.48 were incurred,
which included admin expenses, lottery
License, Just Giving fees, Film night license.
