How the year went

The year continued to be challenging within the Covid global pandemic.
As always, we continued to meet our aims of providing high-quality
childcare throughout the year.

Numbers of children attending increased throughout the year as Covid
restrictions eased. The fee income received was greater than the
previous year as things got back to normal. Income from grants was less
than the previous year, however, we continued to access the job
retention scheme whilst numbers of children increased alongside
claiming statutory sick pay for staff members who were isolating under
government guidance.

Expenditure relating to cleaning supplies almost doubled this year and
increases are expected to continue to rise into the next year. Increases
were also seen in expenditure relating to food and lunch prices may have
to be increased in line with this in the future. Payroll costs continue to
increase with annual rises in the living wage etc. Utilities and waste costs
have also increased considerably, and we expect all of these to continue
to rise.

The year ahead

We are hoping that within the next year restriction around the global
pandemic will continue to ease and the number of children will continue
to increase. General costs will continue to rise putting further pressure on
our finances.
