During the year we’ve organised and run 66 groups, which are intended 
to be educational, recreational and leisure in nature. 
 
Over the period April 2021 to March 2022, we ran 66 groups, with over 
681 members attending these groups. These were a combination hybrid 
and in venue, most groups restarted attending in person from January 
2022 as Covid restrictions were lifted. 
  
As a result of Covid our membership fell from a high of 1017 to 681, 
since the easing of restrictions the numbers are gradually increasing as 
of 31st March 2022 the figure stands at 770, the numbers continue to 
increase. 
 
Our 2021 flagship event the Summer Programme was held online and 
consisted of 26 presentations spread over 3-weeks from the 6th to 22nd 
July and were attended by approx. 210 members.
