We started the year with £29,605 of charity funds and ended with £19,635.

Insurance Claim

In the prior year, we had a one-off income of £8.5k from an insurance claim for the storm damaged large
marquee. £700 amount was spent on finding suitable replacements, £7.8k amount remains ring fenced for future
spend.

Let’s continue to spend the funds on making Watermore a place where our children can thrive and most
importantly be happy!
