CONSTITUTION AND OBJECTIVES
The charitable trust is constituted by the trust deed dated in 1994.
The Society’s principal activity continues to be that of renovating and running steam locomotives.

The charity's trustees are responsible for preparing the Trustees Annual Report and the financial statements in accordance with
applicable law and United Kingdom Accounting Standards (United Kingdom Generally Accepted Accounting Practice).

The law applicable to charities in England and Wales requires the trustees to prepare financial statements for each financial year
which give a true and fair view of the state of affairs of the charity and of the incoming resources and application of resources of
the charity for that period. In preparing these financial statements, the trustees are required to:

Select suitable accounting policies and then apply them consistently;

Observe the methods and principles in the Charities SORP;

Make judgements and estimates that are reasonable and prudent;

State whether applicable accounting standards have been followed, subject to any material departures disclosed
and explained in the financial statements;

Prepare the financial statements on the going concern basis unless it is inappropriate to presume that the
charity will continue in operation.

The trustees are responsible for keeping proper accounting records that disclose with reasonable accuracy at any time the
financial position of the charity and enable them to ensure that the financial statements comply with the Charities Act 2011 and
the Charity (Accounts and Reports) Regulations 2008. The trustees are also responsible for safeguarding the assets of the charity
and hence for taking reasonable steps for the prevention and detection of fraud and other irregularities.

Basis of preparation of financial statements

The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with Accounting and Reporting by
Charities: Statement of Recommended Practice applicable to charities preparing their accounts in
accordance with the Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland (FRS
102) (effective 1 January 2019) - (Charities SORP (FRS 102)), the Financial Reporting Standard
applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland (FRS 102) and the Companies Act 2006.

The 5305 Locomotive Association meets the definition of a public benefit entity under FR 102.
Assets and liabilities are initially recognised at historical cost or transaction value unless
otherwise stated in the relevant accounting policy.

Going concern

The Trustees assess whether the use of going concern is appropriate, i.e. whether there are any

material uncertainties related to events or conditions that may cast significant doubt on the

ability of the Trust to continue as a going concern. The Trustees make this assessment in respect

of a period of at least one year from the date of authorisation for issue of the financial

statements and have concluded that the organisation has adequate resources to continue in operational
existence for the foreseeable future and there are no material uncertainties about the organisations
ability to continue as a going concern, thus they continue to adopt the going concern basis of
accounting in preparing the financial statements.

Income

All income is recognised once the organisation has entitlement to the income, it is probable that the
income will be received and the amount of income receivable can be measured reliably.

Grants are included in the statement of financial activities on a receivable basis. The balance of
income received for specific purposes but not expended during the period is shown in the relevant
funds on the balance sheet. Where income is received in advance of entitlement of receipt, its
recognition is deferred and included in creditors as deferred income. Where entitlement occurs
before income is received, the income is accrued.

Gifts donated for resale are included as income when they are sold. The Trustees acknowledge that
they are assets of the organisation as soon as received but the minimal value of these assets makes it
uneconomic to value them prior to sale. No amounts are included in the financial statements for
services donated by volunteers.

Income tax recoverable in relation to donations received under Gift Aid or deeds of covenant is
recognised at the time of the donation.

2.4 Expenditure
Expenditure is recognised once there is a legal or constructive obligation to transfer economic
benefit to a third party, it is probable that a transfer of economic benefits will be required in

settlement and the amount of the obligation can be measured reliably.

Costs of generating funds are costs incurred in attracting voluntary income, and those incurred in
trading activities that raise funds.

Charitable activities are costs incurred on the organisations charitable operations, including support
costs and costs relating to the governance of the organisation's apportioned to charitable activities.

2.5 Tangible fixed assets and depreciation
All assets costing more than £300 are capitalised.
Tangible fixed assets are carried at cost, net of depreciation and any provision for impairment.
Depreciation is provided at rates calculated to write off the cost of fixed assets, less their
estimated residual value, over their expected useful lives on the following bases:
Plant & Equipment 15% Reducing balance

2.6 Interest receivable
Interest on funds held on deposit is included when receivable and the amount can be measured
reliably by the organisation; this is normally upon notification of the interest paid or payable by the
Bank.

2.7 Stocks

Stocks are valued at the lower of cost and net realisable value after making due allowance for obsleete
and slow moving stocks.

2.8 Debtors

Trade and other debtors are recognised at the settlement amount.

Where the effect of the time value of money is material the asset is based on the present value of
those amounts, discounted at the pre tax discount rate the reflects the risks specific to the asset.
The unwinding of the discount is recognised within interest receivable.

2.9 Cash at bank and in hand

Cash at bank and in hand includes cash and short-term highly liquid investments with a short
maturity of three months or less from the date of acquisition or opening of the deposit or similar
account.

2.10 Liabilities and provisions

Liabilities are recognised when there is an obligation at the balance sheet date as a result of a past
event, it is probable that a transfer of economic benefit will be required in settlement, and the
amount of the settlement can be estimated reliably. Liabilities are recognised at the amount that the
company anticipates it will pay to settle the debt or the amount it has received as advanced
payments for the goods or services it must provide. Provisions are measured at the best estimate of
the amounts required to settle the obligation. Where the effect of the time value of money is
material, the provision is based on the present value of those amounts, discounted at the pre-tax
discount rate that reflects the risks specific to the liability. The unwinding of the discount is
recognised within interest payable and similar charges.

2.11 Financial instruments

The organisation only has financial assets and financial liabilities of a kind that qualify as basic
financial instruments. Basic financial instruments are initially recognised at transaction value

and subsequently measured at their settlement value with the exception of bank loans which are
subsequently measured at amortised cost using the effective interest method.

2.12 Fund Accounting

General funds are unrestricted funds which are available for use at the discretion of the Trustees in
furtherance of the general objectives of the organsiation and which have not been designated for other
purposes.

Restricted funds are funds which are to be used in accordance with specific restrictions imposed by
donors or which have been raised by theorganisation for particular purposes. The costs of raising and
administering such funds are charged against the specific fund. The aim and use of each restricted

fund is set out in the notes to the financial statements.
