Structure, governance and management

Governing document
The company was incorporated on the 15 November 1993 and governed by the Memorandum and
Articles of Association.

Management
The directors and trustees named on page 1 have served throughout the year. The Articles of
Association of the company govern the appointment of directors/trustees.

They had no beneficial interests in the company. The liability of each director is a maximum of £5.00.
All directors of the company are trustees of the charity.

Trustee induction and training

All trustees are familiar with the work of the charity. Considering the nature of the charity, it was
considered not necessary to attend any training courses, but the web site of the Charity commission
was given to all trustees.

Risk management
The trustees review the financial systems on a regular basis and believe that maintaining reserves at
current level will provide sufficient resources in the event of adverse conditions.

Objectives and activities

The charity's object and its principal activity of the company in the year under review continues to be
that of promotion of relief for persons suffering from cancer in north and east of Sri Lanka.

Strategic report

The following sections for achievements and performance and financial review form the strategic
report of the charity.

Achievements and performance

The trustees consider that the performance of the charity during the year has been satisfactory
although the annual fundraising event "Dinner Dance" has not taken place due to covid-19 pandemic
(last year the net income was £6,856). But members donated generously to keep the charity's
objectives.

The charity collected £35,696 during the year (2019-£35,308) and remitted to Jaffna Hospice £46,546
for its running cost £15,005 (2019-£26,723) and for its refurbishment £31,541 (2019-nil). It also
donated £1,400 (2019-£1,400) to Sri Lanka Cancer Society-Batticaloa towards its running cost.

These estimates and judgements are
continually reviewed and are based on experience and other factors, including expectations of
future events that are believed to be reasonable under the circumstances.

Fund accounting

Unrestricted funds are available for use at the discretion of the trustees to further any of the
charity's purposes.

Designated funds are unrestricted funds earmarked by the trustees for particular future project or
commiitment.

Restricted funds are subjected to restrictions on their expenditure declared by the donor or
through the terms of an appeal, and fall into one of two sub-classes: restricted income funds or
endowment funds.

Incoming resources

All income is included in the statement of financial activities when entitlement has passed to the
charity, it is probable that the economic benefits associated with the transaction will flow to the
charity and the amount can be reliably measured. The following specific policies are applied to
particular categories of income: - income from donations is recognised as and when it is received
by the charity. - income from donations is recognised as and when it is received by the charity. -
income from fund raising activities is accounted gross, based on activity date.

Resources expended

Expenditure is recognised on an accruals basis as a liability is incurred. Expenditure includes
any VAT which cannot be fully recovered, and is classified under headings of the statement of
financial activities to which it relates:

¢ expenditure on raising funds includes the costs of all fundraising activities, events, non-
charitable trading activities, and the sale of donated goods.

e expenditure on charitable activities includes all costs incurred by a charity in undertaking
activities that further its charitable aims for the benefit of its beneficiaries, including those
support costs and costs relating to the governance of the charity apportioned to charitable
activities.

charity nor part of its expenditure on charitable activities.

Direct costs
attributable to a single activity are allocated directly to that activity. Shared costs are
apportioned between the activities they contribute to on a reasonable, Jjustifiable and consistent
basis.
