Structure Governance and Management

The pre-school is a membership organisation governed by the 2011 model constitution issued by the
Pre-school Learning Alliance, which was adopted at the Annual General Meeting on 7t October
2011. Members can be parents or guardians of all children who attend playgroup or other
interested individuals approved by the Committee. Members appoint/confirm committee members
at the AGM.
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Objects and Activities

The aims are of the Pre-school are to enhance the development and education of children primarily
under statutory school age by encouraging parents to understand and provide for the needs of their
children through community groups and by:

(a) offering appropriate play, education and care facilities, family learning and extended
hours groups, together with the right of parents to take responsibility for and to become
involved in the activities of such groups, ensuring that such groups offer opportunities for
all children whatever their race, culture, religion, means or ability.

(b) encouraging the study of the needs of the children and their families and promoting
public interest in and recognition of such needs in the local areas.

(c) instigating and adhering to and furthering the aims and objects of the Pre-school Learning
Alliance.
Public benefit

In setting the objectives and planning the activities of the charity the Trustees have given careful
consideration to the Charity Commission’s general guidance on public benefit.

Achievements and Performance

Stanground St. John's Pre-school continues to be a successful early year’s education provider. We are
an extremely popular setting offering high quality care and education to children in the local
community.

Achievements
We provided weekly Forest School sessions with Muddy Knees Forest School during the Spring and
Summer terms. These were accessed by our children who were due to start school in September.

We have introduced new equipment to the outdoor area including a toddler runway, a new mark
making table, a natural table and chairs into the mud kitchen, new number recognition resources
and a sensory lock and latch board.

We have re-developed our construction area and introduced some new construction toys such as
arches, sensory stacking and shape sorters.

We are currently in the process of developing our home corner and have already introduced a new
sofa set, dial up telephone, furniture and updated our kitchen utensils.

\We continue to provide ideas for home learning based on our planned learning experiences, theme
and core story. These ideas are shared with parents/carers via email and our Facebook page.

Future Projects
We are hoping to re-book weekly Forest School sessions with Muddy Knees Forest school for next
Spring and Summer term.

We will continue to fundraise and are hoping to replace our current wooden house in the outdoor
area.
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We would like to redecorate/re-develop our focused activity room to bring it in line with our main
Pre-school room and adopt the curiosity approach theme.

We are still hoping to take over the midwife consultation room at some point and we remain keen
on developing it into a staff and parent/carer wellbeing room complete with comfy sofas and a
coffee machine.

We will be holding a Preschool Christmas party on 17th December with a disco, buffet including a
visit and gifts from Santa.

Attendance

We have maintained an almost full capacity continually throughout this last year. We currently have
51 children in attendance. Most Pre-school sessions have 25 or 26 children attending. Pre-school
currently have a healthy waiting list and we are advising our next intake as September 2022.

Trips and Events
Due to Covid-19 restrictions we were unable to hold our leavers trip to Sacrewell Farm. However, we

did hold a leavers disco complete with a buffet on the last day before we closed for the academic
year. :

Stanground St John’s Pre-school is a reflective setting which focusses on continuous development to
provide an outstanding learning environment. We aim to maintain our high standards of care and
education, and to remain affordable to children in the local community. Stanground St. John’s Pre-
school will continue to be an inclusive Pre-school.

Reserves policy

Reserves act as a cushion for any loss of income and unforeseen situations. Throughout the year the
balances have remained over the reserves level, currently set at £52,405. Reserves have been
calculated using the full amount needed to settle any redundancy payments plus one month’s costs.
The sum of £2,500 has also been set aside for any repairs needed under the terms of the lease.

Financial Review

The Trustees are required to prepare financial statements which give a true and fair view of the
financial position of the Charity. In preparing these financial statements the Trustees are reqguired to
make judgements and estimates that are reasonable and prudent. They are also responsible for
safeguarding the assets of the Charity and taking reasonable steps for the prevention and detection
of fraud and other irregularities.

As a small charity the statutory reports are prepared on a Receipts and Payments basis. This means
the accounts reflect transactions in and out of the bank account. These show a surplus of £25,555
over the financial year ended March 2021, however Summer 2020 NEF funding of £20,657 was
received later than usual which has inflated the income figures. There was a £9000 reduction in
fees following closure of the preschool for the entire summer term due to Covid.

The preschool managed well over the Covid period, partly because the following support was
available:

e NEF funding was still paid by the local authority for Summer term based on Spring term
attendance despite the setting being closed.
e The preschool was able to claim £11,226 CIRS funding.

Overall costs have increased by £1200 only over the year, although looking at individual budgets it
can be seen:

Less has been spent on resources and food.
Spending on consumables has increased due to purchase of additional cleaning and PPE
items.

e £8126 was returned to Peterborough City Council in respect of overpaid funding for Spring
term 2020 in addition to some fees when the preschool closed without notice.

We received a £500 donation from Nisa and the final closing cash balance for the year was £126,516.
