Structure Governance and Management
The pre-school is a membership organisation governed by the 2011 model constitution issued by the
Pre-school Learning Alliance, which was adopted at the Annual General Meeting on 7'" October
2011. Members can be parents or guardians of all children who attend playgroup or other
interested individuals approved by the Committee. Members appoint/confirm committee members
at the AGM.
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Objects and Activities
The aims are of the Pre-school are to enhance the development and education of children primarily
under statutory school age by encouraging parents to understand and provide for the needs of their
children through community groups and by:

Public benefit
In setting the objectives and planning the activities of the charity the Trustees have given careful
consideration to the Charity Commission's general guidance on public benefit.

Achievements and Performance
Stanground St. John's Pre-school continues to be a successful early year's education provider. We
continue to be an extremely popular setting offering high quality care and education to children in
the local community.

Achievements

We achieved our second consecutive Outstanding Ofsted judgement on 1st March with no
recommendations.

We have now taken over the midwife consultation room and this is currently being developed into a
parent & staff room so that discussions can be held in private and in comfort. The room will also be
used for staff online training.

We have re-developed the outdoor classroom which now features a cosy reading area along with a
curiosity table and mini tuff tray for small world and creative play.

We have re-decorated our focused activity room so that it provides a more calming environment.
The focused activity room is now being used daily by many of our SEND children and is proving very
successful, particularly with the transition at home time.

The children have enjoyed learning about life cycles in more depth this past year. We have provided
eggs from Happy Chick which the children thoroughly enjoyed watching hatch into chicks.

We continue to provide ideas for home learning based on our planned learning experiences, theme
and core story. These ideas are shared with parents/carers via email and our Facebook page.
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We would like to start a mini food bank at Pre-school, to help some of our families who may be
struggling.

We are hoping to gain access to a local allotment which we would like to use regularly with the
children so that they can plant and harvest their own vegetables

Attendance
We have maintained an almost full capacity continually throughout this last year. We currently have
48 children in attendance with 3 children starting in January. Most Pre-school sessions have 25 or 26
children attending.

~Fed
We received a donation of f1,666 from Oakdale After School Care Club and collected f625 from
fundraising.

Stanground St John's Pre-school will continue to be reflective and will develop the setting
continuously to provide an outstanding learning environment. We will continue to offer a high
standard of care and education that is affordable to children in the local community. Stanground St.
John's Pre-school will continue to be an inclusive Pre-school.

Reserves policy
Reserves act as a cushion for any loss of income and unforeseen situations. Throughout the year the
balances have remained over the reserves level, currently set at f64,644. Reserves have been
calculated using the full amount needed to settle any redundancy and termination payments, plus
one month's costs. The sum of f2,500 has also been set aside for any repairs needed under the
terms of the lease.

Financial Review
The Trustees are required to prepare financial statements which give a true and fair view of the
financial position of the Charity. In preparing these financial statements the Trustees are required to
make judgements and estimates that are reasonable and prudent. They are also responsible for
safeguarding the assets of the Charity and taking reasonable steps for the prevention and detection
of fraud and other irregularities.

As a small charity the statutory reports are prepared on a Receipts and Payments basis. This means
the accounts reflect transactions in and out of the bank account. These show a surplus of f9,962
over the financial year ended March 2022.

Although the Receipts and Payments accounts prepared for the Charity Commission show less
income compared to the previous year, this is due to Summer 2020 NEF funding being paid late so
there were seven NEF payments instead of the usual six.

Income from fees and funding has returned to pre-pandemic levels, whist expenditure continues to
be closely monitored and remains constant, other than the inevitable rise in wage payments as
National Living Wage rates increase.
