ACHIEVEMENTS AND PERFORMANCE

Cylch Meithrin Llanddsrog a Drefach aims to provide high-quality Welsh-medium early years education and
cate for children aged [e.g. 2-4 years]. The Cylch promotes the Welsh language and culture while supporting
children’s sacial, emotional, and educational development in a safe and nurfuring environment.

During the year, the Cylch continued o deliver regular sessional provision and worked to ensure inclusive,
accessible services for all families in the community.

FINANCIAL REVIEW AND RESERVES

The results for the vear and the financial position of the charity are presented in the financial statements on pages
4 to 5. The charity is funded partly by Carmarthenshire County Council, but predominantly from children’s’ fees,
and fundraising events such as Parties and concerts

Reserves Policy

The Trustees review the needs for reserves in line with guidance issued by the Charity Commission. It is the
policy of the charity to maintain unrestricted funds and designated fimds, to ensure sufficient reserves to meet
expenditure for the period following the end of the financial year until grant payments and children’s fees are

paid for the new financial year.
