Going concern
The Church operates an unrestricted general fund which serves the objects as described above.

In addition and in line with Biblical principles and in agreement with the wishes of the church memebership
the trustees grant at least 10% of the Church's income in each year to bodies with similar objectives.

The bodies and individuals selected by the trustees are chosen mainly from needs known to the membership
of the Church. (Donations to other causes).
