As always, the staff of All Saint’s Pre-school have worked hard to keep cost low and ensure that the Pre-
school continues to have the necessary finances to carry forward into the next financial year. 

Going forward the finances of the Pre-school continue to be monitored. Marketing will be needed to increase 
the numbers of children attending pre-school and it has been positive to note that numbers of children 
attending have increased since August 2022.. 

The trustees have reassessed the charity’s ability to continue for at least 12 months from the date that the 
accounts are approved and conclude that no material uncertainties exist that cast significant doubt on the 
charity's ability to meet its liabilities as they fall due.

Children at the Pre-school have been able to access all areas of the EYFS curriculum preparing them for 
smooth and successful transition to a school of their choice

The net receipts for the year was £3,820, including net receipts of £15,851 on unrestricted funds and net 
payments of £12,031 on restricted funds.

All Saints’ Pre School continued to provide a safe environment in which Pre-school children from the local 
community were able to attend, learn and socialise. 

All Saints’ Pre-school has also maintained links with parents during the year.

To enhance the development and education of children primarily under statutory school age by encouraging 
parents to understand and provide for the needs of their children through community groups and by:
