The trustees present their report with the financial statements of the charity for the year ended 31 July

The objects of the Pre-School are to enhance the development and education ofchildren primarily under

statutory school age by encouraging parents to understand and provide for the needs of their children

through community groups and by:

1. Offering appropriate play facilities and training courses, together with the right ofparents to take

responsibility for, and to become involved in the activities of such groups and ensuring that such

groups offer opportunities for all children, regardless of race, culture, religion or means;

2. Encouraging the study of the needs of such children and their families and promoting public
interest in, and recognition of, such needs in the local areas.

For the furtherance of these objects, the Pre-School shall:

1. Provide accommodation and equipment and engage staff.

2. Buy, lease, or take in exchange any property necessary for the achievement of the objects and

maintain it and equip it for use.

3. Raise money to pay for the Pre-School's activities.

4. Make such payments as shall be necessary.

5. Fix and collect the fees payable in respect of children attending groups run by the pre-school.

6. Control the admission ofchildren to the groups run by the Pre-School and ifappropriate, require

parents or guardians to withdraw them.

7. Take such other action as may benefit the Pre-School.
