Report of the Trustees
for the Year Ended 31st December 2022

The Trustees are pleased to present their annual report together with the accounts of the charity for the year ended  31st
December 2022, The Trustees have adopted the provisions of the Statement of Recommended Practice (SORDP)
"Accounting and Reporting by Charitics” (FRS 102) in preparing the annual report and financial statements of the
charity.

Our purposes

Petersficld Youth Theatre (PYT) is an association which has a Constitution adopted on 7th May 1998. The objectives
set out in that Constitution are to advance education in music and theatrical arts amongst young people aged 6 to 23,
Further, to give such young people the opportunity to act, sing and dance in at least one annual project.

OBJECTIVES AND ACTIVITIES

Our activities and achicvements

very year PYT run termly workshops for its members, these are growing in popularity which looks set o continue into
2023,

The Easler project was run at Bedales School, attracting 148 young people. In addition, a two-day workshop for older
members took place, based on the 'Matilda' musical.

During August the Summer School project was 'Put on a Show' and featured the loyd Webber musical "Joseph and  the
Amazing Technicolor Drcamcoat'. 151 young people took part. There were two performances at the Bedales Quad with
a full house for cach show.

The Christmas production was 'Peter Pan'. This was a full-on production with a stage revolve and four cast members
flying. 85 young people took part, with ten performances to a total audience o 2,100. Every ticket was sold.

Public benefit

The trustees have referred o the guidance contained in the Charity Commission's general guidance on public  benefit
when reviewing the aims and objectives of the charity and in planning Tuture activities. In particular the trustees consider
how planned activities will contribute to the aims and objectives that have been scel.

The trustees believe that they fulfil these objectives through the staging of shows that are made available to the general
public at an afTordable cost and by running workshops for its members.

FINANCIAL REVIEW

Financial review and reserves policy

During 2022, our total funds were reduced, owing to greater than expected costs associated with Peter Pan, and higher

wtility costs, both ol which aftected our end of yeur profit.

The charity's policy on reserves is (o have general funds of approximately £30,000 in general reserves to allow funding
ol cach major production before Gekets are sold. We hope to be able to inerease our total funds to this sum soon.

All Trustees are encouraged to keep up to date with changes in practice and
legislation in their particular arcas of expertise.

The Trustees have considered the public benefit requirements and have organised the activities set out above  following
this guidance.

The Trustees have a risk management strategy which includes the establishment of policies, systems and  procedures
which are reviewed regularly. The procedures are designed to minimise or manage any potential impact on the charity
should the risks materialise.

I. ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Basis of preparing the financial statements

The financial statements of the charity, which is a public benefit entity under FRS 102, have been prepared in
accordance with the Charitics SORP (FRS 102) 'Accounting and Reporting by Charities: Statement ol
Recommended Practice applicable to charitics preparing  their accounts in accordance  with the  Financial
Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland (FRS 102) (eftective T January 2019)',
Financial Reporting Standard 102 "The Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of
frcland’ and the Charitics Act 2011, The linancial statements have been prepared under the historical - cost
convention.

Income
All income is recognised in the Statement of Financial Activities once the charity has entitlement to the funds, it
is probable that the income will be received and the amount can be measured reliably.

a) Grants and donations are included in the SOFA when they are received unconditionally.
b) Tax reclaims arc included in the SOFA at the same time as the gift to which they relate.
¢) Production revenue is included in the SOFA when the production has been performed.
d) Fees are included in the SOFA when the activity (o which the fees relate has occurred.
¢) The value of volunteer help reeeived is not included in the accounts.

Expenditure

Liabilitics are recognised as expenditure as soon as there is a legal or constructive obligation committing  the
charity to that expenditure, it is probable that a transier of cconomic benefits will be required in settlement and
the amount of the obligation can be measured reliably. Expenditure is accounted for on an accruals basis and  has
been classified under headings that aggregate all cost related to the category. Where costs cannot be  direetly
attributed to particutar headings they have been atlocated (o activities on a basis consistent with the use of
FCSOUNCEs.
