Reserves Policy

The management commiitee has established 2 policy whereby unrestricted funds are being accumulated with the aim of building up su fficient reserves 10 meet
contingencies and to repay bark loan eatlier The notes to the accounts explain movements in these reserves.

Investment Policy

The management commitiee has concluded that funds be held in a manner that allows higher liquidity and has sought to place surplus funds on shoit term deposits with
estabiished barking institaticns in the UK offering best interest rates.

Risk Review

The managemenl commitiee has conducted its own review of the major risks to which the charity is likely to be exposed and feels that no major external threals exist.
Intermnal Tisks are minimised by implementation of procedures of suthorisation of all Iransactions and projects and 1o ensure consistent quality of delivery for all
operational aspects of the society. The procedures are monitored and periodically reviewed by the truslees to ensure that they continue to meet the society’s needs.
Trustees Responsibilities
