Report of the Trustees

The Trustees submit their annual report, together with Ihe financial stalements of the Trust, for the year ended

31st March 2022. The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the scoounting polirries sst
out on page T and comply with the trust deed and applicable law.

PRINCIPAL OBJECTIVES: The governing instrument of the Trust is a Trust Deed executed on the 14th July

1998. The objecgves of the Trust are to promote and Impmve the material, mental and spiritual welfare of

persons wilhin the ttnited Kingdom of England, Scotland and Wales induding the Iste of Man and Ihe channel

Islands whose mobility hss been impaired by arxrident or Nlness. Details of the Trust are set out hemunder:

POLICIES ADOPTED BY THE TRUST; Ws are not a grant giving charity but provide assistance tc
beneficiaries by supplying mobility equipment that has been assessed by independent specialists. That may

include an independent Physiotherapist, Occupagonal Therapist or Spedagst Engineer. This ensures that the

equipment provided best meets the needs of the benegciary and is based upon dialect need. We work wilk

selected suppliers acmss the country and receive special 8 very generous discounts awarded to us to ensure
ws purchase equipment at the best possible value to opgmlse our charitable funds. In addition to the

assessment and the funding of the equipment we feel it is essential that an slficient aNer-sales service is

induded to maintain the equlpmenL Therefore insurance cover Ni service costs are also pmvided krr the

mobility equipment.

The wheethairs that we provide can very in cost from E3,000 to tt0, 000, depending on the cynical need of

each person, es prescribed in the heaghcare pmfessionafs assessment repori. The work involved with each
individual case can ba just ss time consuming regardless of equipment cosL il is vital that we coiarider Ihs

folkrvring for each case:

Aocesslbgityr whether or not they need ramps, whether there is suitable access into and around their home;

sny problems with narrow passages and turning points into rooms snd whether there is suitable stoWe and

power for charging balleries.

Clinical considerations: does Ihe applicant have postural pmblsms, skin trauma, complex medical

condkionst Oo they have the cognNive ability lo operate the equipment - if unable to operate such equipmsnt

independently Ihey may ba consklered for a duayattendant contmNed wheelchair. We do not want to deprive

anybody the chanoe of mobility but our duly is also lo Nw general public when the beneficiary is operating

squipmenl out in the public domain. We consider our duly of cern to be paramount in avery aspect of the

provision ol mobgity equipment.

REVIEW OF THE PERIOD: During this year we saw Ihe review of our pmperiy lease and made the derrision tc
pennanengy move from an oNice based working environment to working fmrn home, ending our ogics rental

lease. Thus following on from our working from home procedures appgsd over the test year, we have congnued

to provide the earns high level of support and servke to sg applicants and benegclaries who came into canted
with the charity. Whist tMs period hss also seen ths loss of hvo part Nims members of Ihe team we continue to

work hard to maintaM funding levels Into Iha charily and provide quality equipment provisions based on dinical

assessmenls snit jirint working wigi s sslecl number of approved suppfieis across the county.

COVID-18: We, alcmg with Ihe majority of Chariges, still feel the effect of lhe pandemic and have continued tc
find it difficult to obtain funding to the prerixtndemtc levels. In this year ws were siss working within guklancs

from the government to adjust and maintain our senrices, aNcwlng us to continue providing s service of scppori

lo applicants and benefictaries. In this year we also continued to rriaim Government assistance Ihrough the

Crwid Job Retention Scheme, shown wghin Other income in the Statement of Financial Acgwlies. This ended In

late 2021.

RESERVES POLICY: The trustees are conscious thai we ensure that our reserves continue to be equivalent

to mw and a half years running coals as wsg as coveriing sg ongoing commitmenls to ag our beneficiaries. In

addition to our cash resenies our investmenls are managwl with M&G. who provide some of the best
performing investment funds for charities.

adeqrmte support st home
exploring all op&one for sny staiuiory funded equipment
iiving emotional suppmt to Ihose edith no sclhie links wkh supporllng communky services
ensuring that they ara in receipt of the correct benefits available lo them

Once an appgcslion has been made, our administrative seniices also Inrriude tha organissgon of the medical

assessment, equlpmsni pmchsse, Insurance cree r and ws endeavour to solve any problems thai may occur
alter delivery and in the 3 yearn alter inigal provision whibt a valid insumnce pofrcy covem the equipmant.

At every stage we liaise wilh Ihs beneficiary, their carers and anyone sbe dkacgy involved. The emotional

aspasia of a person's disabilily ars of Ihe utmost lmporlance In all cases and need speriial a&anion. The lima

Iaken M canying oul this work csn vanj consklsrably but ws have e responskrMy to ag our bsnefidaries and

lo Ihe people snd orgsnissgons who help us to help them. An unsatisfactory wheabhsir csn result in serious
muscularwkehtal deformges and tissue trauma which can profoundly alfect dignity, self-Image and

pmducgvriy. Ws begsve Ihat tha equipment we provide should not only bs right when prescribe bul abo
account ior future changes in their condition where able.

Every member of staff witMn!he charity is acfively involved In these aspects and the cast of this wodi has lo

acme from our sore or umeslrlded funds.

1 ACCOUNTING POUCIES

The folWwing sre the nmin accounting policies adopteii by the charity.

a) Accounfing convenfion 3 Basis of preparation of the accounts

The financial statemenls have been prepared as s going concern under the historical cost convsnfion ss
modified by the indusion of investments at market value arxf in accordance with tha Financial Reporfng
Standard far Smaller Entities (effecfive April 2003), the Statement of Recommend Pracfics for Accounting
and Reporting issued by ihe Charity Commissioners for England 5 Wales, effective April 2012, and Ihe
provisions of the ChsriTies Acl

b) Fixed asset invsstmsnls

Investments are slated at value at ths balance sheet dale. The statement af financial affaim indades the
nsl gains and losses arising an revalualhn during the year.

Ths income from Investments is induded within the income and expenditure account on a receivable basis.

c) Donations

The chaifiy derives the majorit of it's income from voluntary contribution. These are accounted for en a
reesivabkr basis.

The eharfiy does receive donsfiorw whme the donor specifies or limfis the type or locality of Ihe
beneficiary. These are eafied Restricted Fund donatiorw. These csn be received in advance of ths
specific expenditure ar project snd ars therefore carried fonvard, separalely within the charities funds, to
be mamhed ta the corresponding expenditure. Restricted danstions also inctudss monies received for
specific individuals, receiving the same accaunfing tresanent.

d) Depreciation

Depreclatian ls calculated at rates to writs off the costs of the fixed assets over their estimated useful

lives. Oliies Equipment is depreciated al 33 '/3% on s reducing balance basis and Mobility Equipment
25% skaight line basis.

e) Allocation af costs

Support coster

These comprise a praporlion of all services suppfied cenlragy in support of the charity's project work or
other direst charitable expenditure, including overhead casts.

Pubfieffy and Fund Rsisfngt

These induda an apprapriate apportionment of expenditure relafing to salaries, postage, stsfWnary,
telephone and travefiing expenses.

Admlnlsfraf(on cosfsr

These represent the overhead expendiWre in connection wigh the admlnistrsfion of Ihe charity.
