The members of the
Executive Committee are elected at the Annual General Meeting by the members of
the Charity. All members are circulated with Invitations to nominate Trustees in

advance of the AGM.

The Constitution states that the Executive Committee shall consist of the Honorary

Officers (Chairperson, Secretary and Treasurer) and not less than two nor more than

eight members of the Kids Club elected by the Annual General Meeting.

The Executive Committee may co-opt new charity Trustees at any time. Co-opted

members are not entitled to vote.

At every AGM, all of the Trustees must retire from office but shall be eligible for re-

election or re-co-option.

New Trustees undergo induction training. The induction includes a discussion about

the role and responsibilities of Trustees, the activities, aims and objectives of the

charity, the structure of the organisatlon, board of Trustees, general procedures of
the organisation. New Trustees are introduced to volunteers and other Trustees,
and are provided with the Charity Commissions 'Roles and Responsibilities of
Trustees', the Constitution, the business plan, the latest statutory financial

statements, Annual Report, and financial reports provided to the board of Trustees.

Any additional training required by the new Trustees will be identified during

induction, and may be requested at any point by new and existing Trustees, where it

is considered useful to their role as Trustee.
