As we ended the year with our Carol Service and the wedding of Dorcas and Pastor
Robert, we can look back and see God’s hand in guiding us through another very
difficult year.

In early January we held interviews for the Senior Pastor role and duly appointed
Pastor Robert Dadeboe.
