A grant was received during the year which enables us to 
replace the aging vehicle and this is being completed as this report is being written. 
With fund raising, particularly the amazing jig saw fayre that raised over £2200, and careful spending there 
was a good surplus arising. However a large amount of school fees had not been paid by the year end and we  
have paid £3543 in fees so far in the accounting year to 30/6/2022.  
We continue to look at every opportunity to raise funds from a variety of sources. As a policy the trustees 
aim to maintain 3 months running costs of the home in the account and this has been achieved this year.
