Structure, governance and management

Jewish Education and Publishing Trust is an unincorporated charity constituted under a Deed of
Declaration of Trust dated 9th January 2000 as amended on 16th October 2019. It is a registered charity
with a charity number being 1079196 and was registered as a charity on 31 January 2000.

Recruitment and appointment of new trustees would be in line with the Trust Deed and with the consent
of the trustees. The criteria set for the suitable candidate would be someone who is sensitive to the
needs and demands of the organisation.

There is no chief executive officer. The day to day affairs are undertaken by Mr A Nizovskiy on behalf
of the trustees. All major decisions are taken collectively by the frustees and all the trustees give of their
time freely. The trustees are unpaid and details of any related party transactions are disclosed as
applicable in the notes to the accounts. The arrangements for setting the pay of the charity's employees
are the sole domain of the trustees.

There are no policies for the induction or training of new trustees.

Objectives and activities

The objects of the charity are the relief of poverty amongst persons in need and hardship in the Jewish
community; the advancement of education according to the beliefs and values of the orthodox Jewish
faith and the advancement of the Jewish orthodox religion.

Advancement of the Jewish religion and culture amongst Jews in Russia and former Soviet states.

During the seventy years of communist rule, all religion was effectively banned and, as a result, most of
Soviet Jewry (numbering well over two million) have virtually no knowledge of their heritage. To deal
with this situation, a number of educational facilities were established in Moscow funded by donations
raised in Western Europe to enable a number of students to study Judaism.

Since the war between Russia and Ukraine had started we have ceased all of our operations in Russia
and now concentrate solely on furthering cultural and educational activities for Russian speaking Jewry
worldwide. We support Russian speaking Jewry woridwide with relief of poverty, books, Jewish material,
cultural activities within framework of Shulchan Oruch. We have established Jewish cultural centres in
Israel to assist Ukrainian and Russian was refugees, carried out some rescue activities in in
Budapest,Hungary and Moldova,Kishinev to absorb Ukrainian refugees.

The trustees confirm that they have referred to the guidance contained in the Charity Commission's
general guidance on public benefit and in particular to its supplementary public benefit guidance on
advancing education when reviewing the charity's aims and objectives and in planning future activities
and setting grant making policy for the year.

Grant making policy

The charity has established its grant making policy to achieve its objects for the public benefit. The
charity invites applications for funding through contacting local philanthropists to contribute towards
projects that both the trustees and the philanthropists feel are appropriate for the charities objects. The
application of the funds by way of grants is to either institutions or individuals and is almost always to
institutions.

The trustees consider they have met the public benefit test and outline these achievements below. The
trustees measure the success of achieving the stated aims by the number and value of grants paid out
for each objects. The grants paid out in the year are detailed in the notes to the accounts and the trustees
consider they have met their aims successfully this year. The trustees consider the shorter term aims to
be similar to the longer term aims and assess the achievement of the charity in the same way.

Achievements and performance
The charity received £1,764,633 in donations during the year.

The charity paid out £1,594,544 by way of grants and support costs. The grants have been categorised
for ease of reference and a full list of grants is available upon a written request to the trustees. The
trustees consider this is line with SORP (FRS 102) paragraph 16.17 on the basis that the categories
convey more meaningful information to the reader of the accounts.

The trustees believe that the closing balance on the unrestricted fund of £249,093 (2022: £79,004) are
sufficient as it has very little administrative expenses and overhead. As at 31 March 2023 the charity
had £249,093 unrestricted funds.

The trustees feel that the year was an excellent one in terms of income from donations and grants paid
out to the beneficiaries. The trustees are delighted to have made many valuable contributions to the

1. General information

The charity is a public benefit entity and a registered charity in England and Wales and is
unincorporated. The address of the principal office is SUITE 30, 15a Market Street, Oakengates,
TELFORD, TF2 6EL.

2, Statement of compliance

These financial statements have been prepared in compliance with FRS 102, 'The Financial
Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and the Republic of Ireland’, the Statement of
Recommended Practice applicable to charities preparing their accounts in accordance with the
Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland (FRS 102) (Charities
SORP (FRS 102)) and the Charities Act 2011.

3. Accounting policies
Basis of preparation

The financial statements have been prepared on the historical cost basis, as modified by the
revaluation of certain financial assets and liabilities and investment properties measured at fair
value through income or expenditure.

The financial statements are prepared in sterling, which is the functional currency of the entity.
Going concern

There are no material uncertainties about the charity's ability to continue.

Judgements and key sources of estimation uncertainty

The preparation of the financial statements did not require management to make judgements,
estimates or assumptions that affect the amounts reported.

Fund accounting

Unrestricted funds are available for use at the discretion of the trustees to further any of the
charity's purposes.

Designated funds are unrestricted funds earmarked by the trustees for particular future project or
commitment.

Restricted funds are subjected to restrictions on their expenditure declared by the donor or through
the terms of an appeal, and fall into one of two sub-classes: restricted income funds or endowment
funds.

Accounting policies (continued)
Incoming resources

All incoming resources are included in the statement of financial activities when entitiement has
passed to the charity; it is probable that the economic benefits associated with the transaction will
flow to the charity and the amount can be reliably measured. The following specific policies are
applied to particular categories of income:

¢ income from donations or grants is recognised when there is evidence of entitlement to the
gift, receipt is probable and its amount can be measured reliably.

* legacy income is recognised when receipt is probable and entitlement is established.

¢« income from donated goods is measured at the fair value of the goods unless this is
impractical to measure reliably, in which case the value is derived from the cost to the donor
or the estimated resale value. Donated facilities and services are recognised in the accounts
when received if the value can be reliably measured. No amounts are included for the
contribution of general volunteers.

. income from contracts for the supply of services is recognised with the delivery of the
contracted service. This is classified as unrestricted funds unless there is a contractual
requirement for it to be spent on a particular purpose and returned if unspent, in which case
it may be regarded as restricted.

Resources expended

Expenditure is recognised on an accruals basis as a liability is incurred. Expenditure includes any
VAT which cannot be fully recovered, and is classified under headings of the statement of financial
activities to which it relates:

e  expenditure on raising funds includes the costs of all fundraising activities, events, non-
charitable trading activities, and the sale of donated goods.

e  expenditure on charitable activities includes all costs incurred by a charity in undertaking
activities that further its charitable aims for the benefit of its beneficiaries, including those
support costs and costs relating to the governance of the charity apportioned to charitable
activities.

. other expenditure includes all expenditure that is neither related to raising funds for the charity
nor part of its expenditure on charitable activities.

All costs are allocated to expenditure categories reflecting the use of the resource. Direct costs
attributable to a single activity are allocated directly to that activity. Shared costs are apportioned
between the activities they contribute to on a reasonable, justifiable and consistent basis.

Financial instruments

A financial asset or a financial liability is recognised only when the charity becomes a party to the
contractual provisions of the instrument.

Basic financial instruments are initially recognised at the amount receivable or payable including
any related transaction costs.

Current assets and current liabilities are subsequently measured at the cash or other consideration
expected to be paid or received and not discounted.

Debt instruments are subsequently measured at amortised cost.

Where investments in shares are publicly traded or their fair value can otherwise be measured
reliably, the investment is subsequently measured at fair value with changes in fair value
recognised in income and expenditure. All other such investments are subsequently measured at
cost less impairment.

Other financial instruments, including derivatives, are initially recognised at fair value, unless
payment for an asset is deferred beyond normal business terms or financed at a rate of interest
that is not a market rate, in which case the asset is measured at the present value of the future
payments discounted at a market rate of interest for a similar debt instrument.

Other financial instruments are subsequently measured at fair value, with any changes recognised
in the statement of financial activities, with the exception of hedging instruments in a designated
hedging relationship.

Financial assets that are measured at cost or amortised cost are reviewed for objective evidence
of impairment at the end of each reporting date. If there is objective evidence of impairment, an
impairment loss is recognised under the appropriate heading in the statement of financial activities
in which the initial gain was recognised.

For all equity instruments regardless of significance, and other financial assets that are individually
significant, these are assessed individually for impairment. Other financial assets are either
assessed individually or grouped on the basis of similar credit risk characteristics.

Any reversals of impairment are recognised immediately, to the extent that the reversal does not
result in a carrying amount of the financial asset that exceeds what the carrying amount would
have been had the impairment not previously been recognised.
