Structure governance & finance

North Notts Gymnastic centre was constituted by Trust Deed on 26 February 1999 (revised on 16 November 201 6).
It was previously known as Worksoep Gymnastics Club. It is a member of the British Gymnastic Association. In
accordance with the constitution, the Charity shall be operated by an Executive Committes of at least four but not
gresater than 15 members with three honorary officers slacted to hoid office at the Annual General Meating for a
period up to the conclusion of the next Annual General Mseting. Other committee positions may be co-opted by
the Executive commitiee,

Objectives & actlvities

The Charity was formed to provide recreational facilities to the public, particularly children and young people with
disabilities. In the interest of social walfare through the provision of gymnastics and similar recreational activities
with the object of improving the conditions of life of the persons for whom the facilities are provided. in the
planning the activities of the club the Trustees have taken into account the Charity Commission's guidance on
public benefit.

Achievements & performance

The focus for tha Committae continues to be fundraising for new equipment and the provision of coaching
qualifications to the ex-gymnasts.

The coaching staff numbers have steadied this year and is reflected in the sessions we are now abie to offer,
Fortunately, former gymnasts have expressed interest in becoming coaches. The ctub will continue to su pport this
financially: However, courses are proving hard to find, and very expensivs.

The club entered various competitions including our in-house invitational and our Bymnasts performed brilliantly
bring horme a lot medals.

Discussions are ongoing with the landlord to upgrade the antiquated lighting system with an LED solution, which
would benefit both the cost of energy and the environmentat aspect. However, there are a few logistical challenges
as the gym is full of equipment!
