1. ACCOUNTING POLICIES

(a) Basis of preparation
The financial statements have been prepared on basis of historic cost ( except that investments are shown at market value)
in accordance wth:

(b) Charity status
The charity is a governed by trust deed. The trustees are named on page 1.

(c) Fund accounting
General funds are unrestricted funds which are available for use at the discretion of the trustees in furtherance of the

general objectives of the charity and which have not been designated for other purposes.

(d) Restricted funds
These are to be used for specific purposes as laid down by the donor- Expenditure that meets these criteria is charged
to fund, together with a fair allocation of management and support cost.

(e) Incoming resources
All incoming resources are included in the SORP when the charity is legally entitled to the income and the amount can
be qualified with reasonable accuracy.

(f) Resources expended

All expenditure is accounted for on an accruals basis and has been classified under headings that aggregate all costs
related to the category. Where costs cannot be directly attributed to particular headings they have been allocated to
activities on a basis consistent with use of the resources.

(9) Tangible fixed assets and depreciation

Tangible fixed assets costing more than £100 are capitalised and included at cost including any incidental expenses of
acquisition. Depreciation is provided on all tangible fixed assets at rates calculated to write off the cost over their
expected useful economic lives as follows:
