The trustees and directors present their annual report and accounts of the charity for the year ended 31 December

2022.

Objectives and Activities of the Charity

The charity is governed by its Memorandum and Articles of Association. The powers of the Charity in the Articles

are stated as being anything which is calculated to further its Object(s) or is conducive or incidental to doing so. In

particular, the charity has power:
(1)To promote understanding of all aspects of brain injury

(2) To provide information, support, and services to people with brain injury, their families and carers and relevant

professionals
(3) To promote a co-ordinated, multidisciplinary approach to brain injury screening, acute care, assessments,
rehabilitation and return to the community
(4) To Increase public awareness and understanding of brain injury

(5) To participate in activities, which will reduce the incidence of brain injury

(6) To raise funds. In doing so, the charity must not undertake any substantial permanent trading activity and must

comply with any relevant statutory regulations

(7)To buy, take on, lease or in exchange, hire or otherwise acquire any property and to maintain and equip it for use

(8) To sell, lease or otherwise dispose of all or any part of the property belonging to the charity. In exercising this

power, the charity must comply as appropriate with the relevant sections of the Charities Act 2011
(9) To borrow money and to charge the whole or any part of the property belonging to the charity as security for

repayment of the money borrowed or as security for a grant or the discharge of an obligation. The charity must comply

as appropriate with the relevant sections of the Charities Act 2011, if it wishes to mortgage land

(10)To co-operate with other charities, voluntary bodies, and statutory authorities and to exchange information and

advice with them
(11)To establish or support any charitable trusts, associations or institutions formed for any of the charitable purposes
included in the Objects

In planning our activities for the year, we kept in mind the Charity Commissions guidance on public benefit. The

focus of our activities remains the provision of professional care, support, advice, and informatke to the users of or
services. Our aim is to promote our charity so that we can be of assistance to persons who have an acquired brain

injury and their families.

How our Activities Deliver Public Benefit
Our main activities and who we try to help have been outlined above. All our charitable activities are undertaken to
further our charitable purposes for the public benefit.

Achievements and Performance
Headway Milton Keynes provides high-quality support and rehabilitation for local people living with the long-term

effects of brain injury, the effects of which can impact every area of day-to-day living. The aim of the charity is to
increase the wellbeing and independence of brain injury survivors while providing support and respite to their

families and carers, thus relieving pressure on health and adult social care servtces. It is testament to the
dedication and determination of Headway Milton Keynes' volunteers and staff that the charity continues to provide

high-quality services in such challenging financial times.
The charity's re-ablement programme is continuing to make real and demonstrable improvements in the lives of
service users. We provide a holistic, client-centred approach to brain injury survivors through cognitive, physical,
and emotional re-learning and rehabilitation services. The sessional support programmes offered indude:

~ Development of cognitive and communication skills
~ Developing skills for daily Ilvtng such as budgeting and nutrition

~ Preparation for returning to work/education
~ Practical and social sessions such as exercise, art, and music
~ Clinical therapies
~ Support with emotional well4eing

More and more clients are meeting their personal goals, leading to increased confidence to play an active role in

the local community and less reliance on other forms of more costly state support and prevents isolation.

Achievements and Performance (continued)
Throughout 2022 all services continued to be provided in person having resumed from the remote provision

necessitated by the global pandemic during 2020/21.
The majority of services were provided in our Central Milton Keynes premises with the exception of the Social Group,

launched in 2021 which continued to run out of two different community venues.
There were no significant grants provided during 2022 so service was primarily maintained through attendance fees
and donations therefore in the face of such testing times for local charities, the achievements of Headway Milton

Keynes over the course of the past year ln improving life after brain injury demonstrate the high value of such a

specialised service.
Financial Review
Like many charities, Headway Milton Keynes continues to operate in extremely challenging financial conditions, as
demonstrated by the fact that the charity has incurred deficits In the past few years.
Indeed, without significant financial support from Headway —the brain injury association (Headway UK), to which

Headway Milton Keynes is affiliated, the trustees would have been forced to wind-up the charity in 2014.ln addition

to the financial support, Headway UK has provided governance and operational support. To further secure the

financial position of the charity this year, Headway-the brain injury association agreed to write off the loan provided

so that funds can be kept to further the charity's objects.
Most of the charity's funding this year carne from attendance fees, with a significant proportion coming from Milton

Keynes Council (MKC) through spot conlracting arrangements. The initial strategy adopted was to appoint an

experienced manager and improve the quality of service to attract additional clients. Whilst we have succeeded with

the former of these objectives, the latter has proved more difficult. It has been diNcult to attract new referrals as the

eligibility criteria for support from adult social care has been tightened. In common with all local authorities, the

Council has faced challenging financial circumstances whilst coping with an increased demand for adult social care
services.
The charity's income from all sources amounted to 873,375 (2021 678,901). The trustees would like to take this

opportunity to thank all funders and supporters for their hard work and generosity. Details of grants and donations

are set out on page 10.Total expenditure amounted to f89,751 (2021 284,963).The deficit for the year amounted to

F16,376 (2021 deficit K6,062). There was an exceptional item that relates to a loan write off which has increased net

funds available to f28, 194 (2021 64,813).
The charity recognises the need to diversify its income streams, to increase the proportion of income from sources

other than the iocal council by continuing to actively seek alternative funding streams. In addition, it is seeking to

reduce expenditure without comproinising the quality of the service.
Going Concern and Reserves
The long-term challenges facing the charity are significant and diNcult decisions may have to be taken in the future

if efforls to stabilise the financial health of the charity are not successful. We aim to ensure we have enough cash

flow to be able to cover all expenses should we have to cease trading. In the short-term, however, Headway Milton

Keynes continues to provide a vital service to individuals and families trying to adapt to life after brain injury. Without

this support, the majority of these people would be left to cope in isolation, leading to increased pressures on other

statutory services.

Structure Governance and Management
The charity is a charitable company limited by guarantee, incorporated on 5 December 2000. On 1 January 2002 it

assumed the assets and liabilities of Headway Milton Keynes, the unincorporated Milton Keynes branch of Headway
- the brain injuries association. The charity's founding documents take the form of Memorandum and Artides of

Association, by which it is governed.
The directors of the company are also Trustees for the purposes of charity law and under the company's Articles are

known as The Board. The Trustees are appointed by the members.
All members of the Board give their time voluntarily and received no benefits from the charity. Any expenses

reclaimed from the charity are set out in note 4 to the accounts.

Accounting policies

Company information

Headway Milton Keynes Limited is a private company limited by guarantee incorporated in England and Wales.
The registered office is Unit 1G, 518 Silbury Boulevard, Centre:MK, Milton Keynes, Buckingharnshire, MK9
2AD. The charity constitutes a public benefit entity as defined by FRS102.

8asts of accounting
These financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the Statement of Recommended Practice:
Accounting and Reporting by Charities preparing their accounts in accordance with the Financial Reporting
Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland (SORP FRS 102) issued on 16 July 2014, with the
Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the Un/ted Kingdom and Republic of Ireland (FRS 102), and with
the requirements of the Companies Act 2006 and the Charities Act 2011.

The financial statements are prepared in sterling, which is the functional currency of the company. Monetary
amounts in these financial statements are rounded to the nearest E.

The financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost convention, modified to include the
revaluation of freehold properties and to include investment properties and certain financial instruments at fair
value. The principal accounting policies adopted are set out below.

1.2 Going concern
At the time of approving the financial statements, the directors have a reasonable expectation that the company
has adequate resources to continue in operational existence for the foreseeable future. Thus, the directors
continue to adopt the going concern basis of accounting in preparing the financial statements.

1.3 Turnover
All incoming resources are included in the Statement of Financial Activities (SoFA) when:

the charity becomes entitled to the income;
the monetary value can be measured with sufficient reliability; and
it is more likely than not that the trustees will receive the resources.

Grants and donations are only included in the SoFA when the general income recognition criteria are met.
Legacies and other forms of voluntary income are only included in the SoFA when receipt is probably, that is,
when there has been grant of probate, the executors have established that there are suNcient assets in the
estate and any conditions attached to the legacy are either within the control of the charity or have been met.
Contractual income and performance related grants are only induded in the SoFA once the charity has provided
the related services or met the performance related conditions.

The value of any voluntary help received is not included in the accounts but is described in the trustees'
annual report.

Gift Aid receivable is included in income when there is a valid declaration from the donor. Any Gift Aid amount
recovered on a donation is considered to be part of that giR and is treated as an addition to the same fund as
the initial donation unless the donor or the terms of the appeal have specified otherwise.

Expenditure
Liabilities are recognised where it is more likely than not that there is a legal or constructive obligation
committing the charity to pay out resources and the amount of the obligation can be measured with reasonable
certainty,
All revenue expenditure is dealt with through the SoFA on an accruals basis and is allocated to their appropriate
functional headings,

1.5 Governance and support costs
Support costs have been allocated between governance costs and other support.

Governance costs comprise all costs involving public accountability of the charity and its compliance with

regulatlan and good practice.

Support costs indude central functions and have been allocated to activity cost categories on a basis
consistent with the use of resources, eg allocating property costs by floor areas, or per capita, staff costs by
the time spent and other costs by their usage

1.6 Tangible fixed assets
Tangible fixed assets are initially measured at cost and subsequently measured at cost or valuation, net of
depreciation and any impairment losses,

Depreciation is recognised so as to write off the cost or valuation of assets less their residual values over their

useful lives on the following bases:

Fixtures, fittings 8 equipment
Computer equipment

The gain or loss arising on the disposal of an asset is determined as the difference between the sale proceeds
and the carrying value of the asset and is credited or charged to profit or loss.

1.7 Impairment of fixed assets
At each reporting period end date, the company reviews the carrying amounts of its tangible assets to

determine whether there is any indication that those assets have suffered an impairment loss. If any such

indication exists, the recoverable amount of the asset is estimated in order to determine the extent of the

impairment loss (if any). Where it is not possible to estimate the recoverable amount of an individual asset, the

company estimates the recoverable amount of the cash-generating unit to which the asset belongs.

Recoverable amount is the higher of fair value less costs to sell and value in use. In assessing value in use,
the estimated future cash flows are discounted to their present value using a pre-tax discount rate that reflects

current market assessments of the time value of money and the risks specific to the asset for which the

estimates of future cash flows have not been adjusted.

If the recoverable amount of an asset (or cash-generating unit) is estimated to be less than its carrying amount,

the canying amount of the asset (or cash~enerating unit) is reduced to its recoverable amount. An impairment

loss is recognised immediately in profit or loss, unless the relevant asset is carried at a revalued amount, in

which case the impairment loss is treated as a revaluation decrease.

Recognised impairment losses are reversed if, and only if, the reasons for the impairment loss have ceased to

apply. Where an impairment loss subsequently reverses, the carrying amount of the asset (or cash-generating

unit) is increased to the revised estimate of its recoverable amount, but so that the increased carrying amount

does not exceed the carrying amount that would have been deterinined had no impairment toss been
recognised for the asset (or cash-generating unit) in prior years. A reversal of an impairment loss is recognised
immediately in profit or loss, unless the relevant asset is carried at a revalued amount, in which case the

reversal of the impairment loss is treated as a revaluation increase.

1.8 Cash at bank and in hand
Cash at bank and in hand are basic financial assets and include cash in hand, deposits held at call with banks,

other short-term liquid investments with original maturities of three months or less, and bank overdrafts. Bank

overdrafts are shown within borrowings in current liabilities.

Financial instruments
The company only has financial assets and financial liabilities of a kind that qualify as Basic Financial
Instruments.
Financial instruments are recognised in the company's balance sheet when the company becomes party to the
contractual provisions af the instrument.
Financial assets and liabilities are offset, with the net amounts presented in the financial statements, when
there is a legally enfarceable right to set off the recognised amounts and there is an intention to settle on a net
basis or to realise the asset and settle the liabifity simultaneously.

Basic financial assets
Basic financial assets, which include debtors and cash and bank balances, are initially measured at transaction
price including transaction costs and are subsequently carried at settlement value unless the arrangement
constitutes a financing transaction, where the transaction is measured at the present value of the future receipts
discounted at a market rate of interest. Financial assets classified as receivable within one year are not
amortised.

Classification of financial iiabilities
Financial liabilities and equity instruments are dassified according to the substance of the contractual
arrangements entered into. An equity instrument is any contract that evidences a residual interest in the
assets of the company after deducting all of Its liabilities.

Basic flnanciai liabilities
Basic financial liabilities, including creditors and loans are initially recognised at transaction price unless the
arrangement constitutes a financin transaction, where the debt instrument is measured at the present value
of the future payinents discounted at a market rate of interest. Financial liabilities classlfled as payabie within
one year are not amortised.
Debt instruments are subsequently carried at amortised cost, using the effective interest rate method,
Trade creditors are obligations to pay for goods or services that have been acquired in the ordinary course of
business from suppliers. Amounts payable are classified as current liabilities if payinent is due within one year
or less. If not, they are presented as non-current liabilities. Trade creditors are recognised initially at transaction
price and subsequently measured at amortised cost using the effective interest method.

1.10 Employee benefits
The costs of short-term employee benefits are recognised as a liability and an expense unless those costs are
required to be recagnised as part of the cost of stock or fixed assets.

The cost of any unused holiday entitlement is recognised in the period in which the employee's services are
received.

Termination benefits are recognised immediately as an expense when the oompany is demonstrably committed
to terminate the employment of an emplayee or to provide termination benefits.

Restricted funds
Restricted funds are subject to specific conditions by donors as to how they may be used. The purposes
and uses of the restricted funds are set out in the notes to the accounts. Distributions from restricted resources
must be used for purposes consistent with donor intention and should be the first saurce of funding to support
programmes and activities meeting the restriction.

1.12 Unrestricted funds
Unrestricted funds are funds which are available for use at the discretion of the trustees in furtherance of
the general objectives of the charity and which have not been designated for other purposes.
