Achievements and performance

This free hospital in a semi-rural location established in 2008 provides
free medical access to the local villages of Tehsil Sohawa and beyond.
There are no other free medical facilities within easy reach of local poor
people. Hospital facilities include diagnostic tools: X Ray machine,
Ultrasound scanner and ECG machines.

An in-house pharmacy dispenses essential medications free of charge.
Ambulances provide emergency care as well as a “pick and drop”
transportation service from neighbouring villages for outpatient
appointments. The hospital has capacity for 75 beds for admitted
patients.

The hospital receives an average of 1500 patients per month.

In addition to medical care the Foundation also provides welfare
packages in the form of Ramadan food parcels and cash to local poor
people in extreme poverty.

The charity attracted £32,021 donations in the year including gift aid

credits.
