e Pastor David’s contract ended and was not renewed on 1 October 2021, as he and his wife
left New Life in Christ Ministries — North Yorkshire.

FINANCIAL REVIEW

Financial review

Income increased by 4% during the year to £59,889 (2020 - £57,755) and expenditure increased by
7% to £63,843 (2020 - £59,407.) This resulted in net expenditure of £3,954 (2020 — net expenditure
£1,652.)

Reserves policy
It is the policy of the Charity that unrestricted funds which have not been designated for a specific
use should be maintained at a level equivalent to between three to six month's expenditure.

The charity held cash reserves at the year end equating to 6 months expenditure. The trustees
consider that reserves at this level will ensure that, in the event of a significant drop in funding, they
will be able to continue the Charity's current activities while consideration is given to ways in which
additional funds may be raised.
