Achievements and performance 

Partnerships

Funding
We have responded well to a very challenging funding environment. We have continued to
strengthen the relationship with Tyne and Wear Community Foundation which has ensured we have
been able to secure core funding for 3 years from 2022 financial year from the Newcastle Cultural
Investment Fund. We have also managed to secure future core funding from Youth Music to
support the development of the organisation. 
We have continued to strengthened our relationship with Arts Council, re-establishing ourselves as
an important part of the cultural and music scene in the North East of England, drawing down funds
to support with the continued employment of core staff and artists throughout the pandemic. This
enabled us to also work with an established fundraiser through the Culture Recovery Investment
Continuity Fund. 

The Covid 19 Pandemic has continued to cause issues with in person concerts, audience numbers
and the ability to promote artists from outside of the UK, especially those travelling from the USA.
Northern Roots has continued to lead a focused fundraising campaign to support our outreach and
development work with Artists from the Global Majority in the North East. We have maintained a
consistent Jumpin’ Hot Club (JHC) programme with a minimised risk through stripped back
programming, working closely with venues and artists, and a focused marketing campaign. 

Over the past year we have continued to support Kema Kay and Kay Greyson to work extensively
with young people from the west end of Newcastle. Over the past year Northern Roots has
continued to focus our work - maximising on the impact of our outreach work, and maintaining a
high quality JHC programme.
 
Youth Music continued to support work with Kema Kay and Kay Greyson, working with communities
of young people from the Global Majority based in the West End of Newcastle - which has meant
the organisation has been able to support 30 young people. The feedback from participants has
been very positive, and the impact of the work has been shown in showcase concerts which
continue to grow in popularity. 

We have continued to provide mentoring to artists throughout this time - supporting members of
Voices of Virtue, Radikal Queen, Vitamin Noir, Kema Kay and Kay Greyson - supporting with
fundraising, mentoring, platforming and business development. This year has been made more
complex with the need to continuously flex to the changing regulations surrounding covid - whilst not
losing the trust of our audiences or the artists and venues we work with. We have had to bring in
new programming whilst also re-programming acts from 2020 and early 2021. 

We managed to deliver a small scale Country Cantina event in Easington during the summer of
2021. This was a success and ensured we maintained a strong connection with our loyal audiences,
we were able to give work to UK based acts and technicians, and ensure we had a presence in local 
media etc. As well as continue the long running partnership with the owners of The Barn at
Easington. 

As part of our focus we have developed and nurtured partnerships to strengthen our outreach and
programming – this includes Youth Music, music development agency Generator, and venues such
as Gosforth Civic Theatre, The Globe Newcastle and Hoochie Coochie.

This report has been prepared in accordance with the provisions in Part 15 of the Companies Act

It is the charities policy that unrestricted funds which have not been designated for a specific use
should be maintained at the level equivalent to between three and six months expenditure. Due to
the changes in funding sources and the timing of receipts it has not always been possible to adhere
to this policy whilst pursuing the charities aims and objectives. Part of the focus of the last years
fundraising and financial planning has been to secure funds to run longer and more sustained
programmes - which includes funding to build up a reserves amount amounting to 3 months of core
expenditure. We have also scaled back core costs by giving notice on paid office space - relying
more on staff working from home and some of the creative hubs, which are developing across the
city.

The accounts have been prepared under the historical cost convention and in accordance with
FRS 102, The Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland (as
applied to small entities by section 1A of the standard).

Turnover is measured at the fair value of the consideration received or receivable, net of
discounts and value added taxes. Turnover includes revenue earned from the sale of goods
and from the rendering of services. Turnover from the sale of goods is recognised when the
significant risks and rewards of ownership of the goods have transferred to the buyer. Turnover
from the rendering of services is recognised by reference to the stage of completion of the
contract. The stage of completion of a contract is measured by comparing the costs incurred for
work performed to date to the total estimated contract costs.

Tangible fixed assets are measured at cost less accumulative depreciation and any
accumulative impairment losses. Depreciation is provided on all tangible fixed assets, other
than freehold land, at rates calculated to write off the cost, less estimated residual value, of
each asset evenly over its expected useful life, as follows:

Short term debtors are measured at transaction price (which is usually the invoice price), less
any impairment losses for bad and doubtful debts. Loans and other financial assets are initially
recognised at transaction price including any transaction costs and subsequently measured at
amortised cost determined using the effective interest method, less any impairment losses for
bad and doubtful debts.

Short term creditors are measured at transaction price (which is usually the invoice price).
Loans and other financial liabilities are initially recognised at transaction price net of any
transaction costs and subsequently measured at amortised cost determined using the effective
interest method.

Provisions (ie liabilities of uncertain timing or amount) are recognised when there is an
obligation at the reporting date as a result of a past event, it is probable that economic benefit
will be transferred to settle the obligation and the amount of the obligation can be estimated
reliably.

A lease is classified as a finance lease if it transfers substantially all the risks and rewards
incidental to ownership. All other leases are classified as operating leases. The rights of use
and obligations under finance leases are initially recognised as assets and liabilities at amounts
equal to the fair value of the leased assets or, if lower, the present value of the minimum lease
payments. Minimum lease payments are apportioned between the finance charge and the
reduction in the outstanding liability using the effective interest rate method. The finance charge
is allocated to each period during the lease so as to produce a constant periodic rate of interest
on the remaining balance of the liability. Leased assets are depreciated in accordance with the
company's policy for tangible fixed assets. If there is no reasonable certainty that ownership will
be obtained at the end of the lease term, the asset is depreciated over the lower of the lease
term and its useful life. Operating lease payments are recognised as an expense on a straight
line basis over the lease term.
