Achievement and performance

Charitable activities

The year started with the complete shutdown of normal life as we know it. The vilirant strain of a virus known as Covid
19 hit the population from sources a! over the world. Schools, businesses and local authorities were ordered to close
and people were told to stay at home all by government decree to stop the virus spreading. Life as we know it came to
a complete stop with lockdown measures being put in place including Heritage Centre. Mask wearing, social distancing,
hand sanitising all became a way of live to avoid spreading the catching the deadly disease.

Government regulations decreed that all the shops apart from food and chemists would be shut and for the best part of
2020/21 this is what happened meaning loss of income and livelihoods for most of residents and retailers. '

Thanks to the valiant efforts of Neil Hartburn and John Tipper the wheels of the Heritage Centre kept on turning be it
behind closed doors. Vicki Wapplingtons's B.0.0.T.S Pre school and after school clubs also closed with the loss of vital
income both for Vicki and the Heritage Centre. Family history enquiries continued especially as residents had more
time on their hands to look into ancestry and John kept busy with enquiries from contacts the world over.

During the year the website was completely updated and thanks to Paul Birkett and Neil Hartburn the centre now has a
modern up to date resource which is attracting people everyday.

Just before lockdown there was a successful launch of the Barlborough Miners Remembered Book written and
researched by John Tipper and Norma Machen adding to the books for sale in the centre.

The 'Keep Barlborough in Derbyshire book was printed and 'The Heritage of Barlborough Hall' book was also printed.
The Parish Council agreed to install a memorial to the Barlborough Miners. Two new walk leaflets were printed 'The
Monnies Heritage Walk' and 'The Greenway Heritage Trail'. A leaflet was also printed to highlight the local nature

reserves.

Funding for the Centre diminished during the enforced lockdown. Some regular donations continued but the sales of
merchandise came to a halt.

A grant was obtained to replace the old gas boiler and the fabric of the buildings remains good.

Towards the end of the year the Centre was fortunate to receive governments and parish council grants to support the
Trust with monies to assist opening the building for future use.

The Trustees and Management Committee wish to acknowledge all the help that has been given during this horrendous
year. The loss of life has taken a tremendous toll on the nation.

Thanks to all our volunteers and support we have been given the Heritage Centre will open up again as a vita! village
resource.

1. ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Basis of preparing the financial statements

The financial statements of the charitable company, which is a public benefit entity under FRS 102, have been
prepared in accordance with the Charities SORP (FRS 102) 'Accounting and Reporting by Charities: Statement
of Recommended Practice applicable to charities preparing their accounts in accordance with the Financial
Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland (FRS 102) (effective 1 January 2019)", Financial
Reporting Standard 102 'The Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland’ and the
Companies Act 2006. The financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost convention.

Income
All income is recognised in the Statement of Financial Activities once the charity has entitiement to the funds, it
is probable that the income will be received and the amount can be measured reliably.

Expenditure

Liabilities are recognised as expenditure as soon as there is a legal or constructive obligation committing the
charity to that expenditure, it is probable that a transfer of economic benefits will be required in settlement and
the amount of the obligation can be measured reliably. Expenditure is accounted for on an accruals basis and
has been classified under headings that aggregate all cost related to the category. Where costs cannot be
directly attributed to particular headings they have been allocated to activities on a basis consistent with the use
of resources.

Tangible fixed assets
Depreciation is provided at the following annual rates in order to write off each asset over its estimated useful

life.

Long leasehold - 4% on cost

Plant and machinery - 25% on reducing balance
Fixtures and fittings - 20% on reducing balance
Stocks

Stocks are valued at the lower of cost and net realisable value, after making due allowance for obsolete and
slow moving items.

Taxation
The charity is exempt from corporation tax on its charitable activities.

Fund accounting
Unrestricted funds can be used in accordance with the charitable objectives at the discretion of the trustees.

Restricted funds can only be used for particular restricted purposes within the objects of the charity. Restrictions
arise when specified by the donor or when funds are raised for particular restricted purposes.
