Charitable activities

Another busy year for Barlborough Heritage Centre, with increased footfall and internet interest, which has kept the
volunteers engaged with the public. In line with the constitution, everyone has been committed to moving forward with
the aims and ambitions. There has been constant enquiries by email for information regarding the village and the wider
area.

In order to facilitate more visitors, the tea shack in the garden has been opened up to the public. Thanks to a grant from
Bolsover District Council members funding, catering equipment has also been purchased. With an eye to the fabric of
the building, painting and repairs have been carried out. A new fire drill has been adopted and updating of the fire -
equipment has also been done.

The local schools have used the facilities and leaflets as a teaching guide for children of all ages. Exhibitions have been
organised to fit in with their curriculums.

Close contact with Barlborough Hall has enabled us to take interested visitors around the hall and waiting lists have
been prepared for next year.

The centre volunteers have engaged with local history groups by attending history fairs and looking forward to the
coming vyear, a collaboration will be arranged to record local links with the Spitfire and H.M.S. Britomark wartime
projects.

For the first time, a Heritage Day was held in Barlborough Church, with the intention of making it an annual event.

Demand for the Barlborough Heroes and History of Barlborough books continues and as always, the village walk leaflets
are still popular.

B.0.0.T.S. pre and after school clubs are still occupying the upstairs rooms and are making full use of the refurbished
garden.

The success of the centre is down to the dedicated team of volunteers. Namely John, Hilary, Nick, Helen, Paul, Norma,
Emily, Geoff and Phil, who give up their time to ensure the smooth running of events and the administration of the Trust.
A special thanks to Paul Birkitt for administration of the website and links to the mining and military websites. With a
wealth of local knowledge and working together, the volunteers have ensured the popularity of the Heritage Centre.

1. ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Basis of preparing the financial statements

The financial statements of the charitable company, which is a public benefit entity under FRS 102, have been
prepared in accordance with the Charities SORP (FRS 102) 'Accounting and Reporting by Charities: Statement
of Recommended Practice applicable to charities_preparing their accounts in accordance with the Financial
Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of ireland (FRS 102) (effective 1 January 2019),
Financial Reporting Standard 102 'The Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of
Ireland’ and the Companies Act 2006. The financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost
convention.

Income
All income is recognised in the Statement of Financial Activities once the charity has entitlement to the funds, it
is probable that the income will be received and the amount can be measured reliably.

Expenditure

Liabilities are recognised as expenditure as soon as there is a legal or constructive obligation committing the
charity to that expenditure, it is probable that a transfer of economic benefits will be required in settlement and
the amount of the obligation can be measured reliably. Expenditure is accounted for on an accruals basis and
has been classified under headings that aggregate all cost related to the category. Where costs cannot be
directly attributed to particular headings they have been allocated to activities on a basis consistent with the use
of resources.

Tangible fixed assets
Depreciation is provided at the following annual rates in order to write off each asset over its estimated useful

life.

Long leasehold - 4% on cost

Plant and machinery - 25% on reducing balance
Fixtures and fittings - 20% on reducing balance
Stocks

Stocks are valued at the lower of cost and net realisable value, after making due allowance for obsolete and
slow moving items. .

Taxation
The charity is exempt from corporation tax on its charitable activities.

Fund accounting
Unrestricted funds can be used in accordance with the charitable objectives at the discretion of the trustees.

Restricted funds can only be used for particular restricted purposes within the objects of the charity. Restrictions
arise when specified by the donor or when funds are raised for particular restricted purposes.
