Various Trustees spent time with the staff and
volunteers to ascertain their views.

FINANCIAL REVIEW

Financial Review of the Period
We have continued to receive sizeable grants from the Moneyworks and Advice Partnerships, the
groups in which we are involved in the Local Authority financing agreements. These funds are
administered by Citizens Advice on behalf of the Local Authority and we received an agreed portion.
This year was the first of the three year award period following the partnerhips successful bids. fxt
three years.
The Robertson Hall Trust continued with its generous support, but in view of the Covid 19 lockdown
the amount paid was reduced. . We received 65000 from Brighton dt Hove Council and a further
68934 in response to the Covid 19 pandemic. We received very generous grants Irom Garfield
Weston, Sussex Community, Virgin Mary, Woodroffe and Chalk Cliff Trusts.
The Co-op provided a gift of f1865 whilst Arch Health donated f2000 in recognition of our work.

We have continued to receive personal gifts and a variety of donations from organisations. Including
the Tax recovery, these amounted to f19812



The landlord has kindly agreed to a deferment of the rent during the Covid 19 first lockdown period

and a reduced rent whilst we have not been occupying the premises

Reserves Policy
The Trustees policy is to retain sufficient reserves to meet needs for a minimum of three months.

Risk Management
The major risks to which the Charity is exposed, as identified by the Trustees, have been reviewed

and systems put in place to mitigate those risks. A risk that could not be foreseen was the impact of

the Covid 19 pandemic. All grants that are available to the Trust have been actively sought. The

charity has put in place significant controls to mitigate the effects of the pandemic and

maintains a close watch on the changing landscape.

The Trustees employ a Service Manager full-time, a Finance and a Benefits Supervisor, part-time, and

three-part-time advice support workers, one of whom is responsible for co-ordinating the volunteers.
