Reserves Policy

The ongoing action referred to in last year’s report led to a crowd funding appeal that resulted in
£15459 being raised. The financial position at the end of 2023/2024 showed we were below our
reserve policy but steps were quickly taken by the trustees to increase our funding pipeline and raise
immediate funds to ensure expenditure is met and the charity has sufficient funds, including the
restoration of its reserves.

Risk Management

The major risks to which the Charity is exposed, as identified by the Trustees, have been reviewed
and systems put in place 10 mitigate those risks. All grants that are available to the Trust have been
actively sought.

The Trustees employed a Service Manager full-time and four part-time staff in the year.
