Trustees Report

The trustees present their report and accounts for the year ended 31 December 2020.

Trustees and advisors

The trustees in office during the year and the Trust's advisers are set out on page 2.

Objectives and activities

The purpose of the charity is the organising services for the purposes of Christian worship and learning.
The trust supports families within the Church and surrounding community. Community involvement
has included providing a food bank this year. It also supports overseas work of a similar nature in
various parts of the world.

All Trustees have due regard for the Charity Commission guidance.

Volunteers are sourced from the membership and provide the backbone of running the Church.
Activities includes Toddlers Groups, children's work, catering, coffee mornings, creche, public
address systems, leading worship etc.

Achievements and Performance

For most of the year most of the community activities have hactto close due to the pandemic. For a
short period community organisations such as Alcoholics Anonymous and Slimming World have used
the premises regulariy.

To assist the community during the lockdown period we have maintained a food bank for any in need.
The5was supported ably by our local council. Approximately 900 callers were assisted in this period.

Fina ncia I Review

Income is derived from voluntary giving from members and from community groups using the
premises. This dropped during the lockdown resulting in a loss of E14,791.

Reserves are used to top up deficits in running costs and repairs. At 31st December 2020 reserves,
excluding property, were f231,949 (2019 - f246, 739).

Structure, Governance and Management

The Governing Document is the Declaration of Trust dated 2 September 2002, amended 30 july 2013.
The Trust is an unincorporated association. The selection of Trustees is by agreement between
Trustees and Church leadership.

The Trust is part of Commission group of Churches under the umbrella of New Frontiers.

X. Accounting Polcies
Accounting Convention
The financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost convention, and accordance
with the Statement of Recommended Practice: Accounting and Reporting by Charities preparing
their accounts in accordance with the Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic
of Ireland (FRS 102)issued on 16 3uly 2014 and with the Charities Act 2011.

Xneeming Resources

Resources Expended
Expenditure is accounted for on an accrual basis and has been dassified under headings that
aggregate all costs related to the category. Where costs cannot be directly attributed to
particular headings, they have been allocated to activities on a basis consistent with the use of

Depreciation is provided at the following annual rates in order to write off each asset over its
estjrnated useful life
Freehold Property - no depreciation
Fixtures and Fittings - 20% on cost
Computer Equipment - 2PYo on cost

Church land and buIdings
No depreciation is provided on freehold land or residential properties. It is the trustee's practice
to maintain these assets in a continual state of sound repair and the residual value is unlikely
to be below cost.

Individual items of equipment with a purchase price of F250 or less are written off when the
asset is acquired.

Taxation
The charity is exempt from tax on its charitable activities

Fund Accounting
Unrestricted funds can be used in accordance with the charitable objectives at the discretion of
the trustees.

Restricted funds can only be used for particular purposes within the objects of the charity.
Restrictions arise when specified by the donor when funds are raised for particuiar restricted purposes.
