Governing Document

The organisation is governed by a Trust Deed dated 18 January 2004.

Appointment and Recruitment of Trustees

The Trustees administer the day-to-day affairs of the charity. Every Trustee holds oflice until he/she

shall die or shall cease to hold office by virtue of the Trust Deed.

None of the trustees have any beneficial interest in the charity.

Where there is a requirement for new Trustees, these would be identified and appointed by the remaining

Trustees. The Chairman of the Trustees would be responsible for the induction of any new Trustee,

which involves awareness of a Trustee's responsibilities, the governing document, administrative

procedures, the history and philosophical approach of the Charity. A new Trustee would receive copies

of the previous year's annual report and accounts with detailed explanation thereof.

Risk Management

The trustees have identified and reviewed the major risks to which the Charity is exposed, in particular

those related to the operations and finance of the Charity, and are satisfied that systems are in place to

mitigate those risks.

Objectives and activities

The Charity is established to further those purposes both in the United Kingdom and abroad recognised

as charitable by English Law. Pursuant to the objects and having regard to the guidance of the Charity

Commission relating to Public Benefit, the Trustees raise funds in support of Belz Machnovka

Institutions in Israel.

Grant Making Policy
The Trustees are approached for donations by a wide variety of charitable institutions operating in the

United Kingdom and abroad. The Trustees consider all requests which they receive and make donations

based on the level of funds available.

Grants and donations in the year totalled 6120,200 (2020: 6206,500).

Financial review

Income from investments and donations aggregated $,106,905.Total resources expended were 6124,463

resulting in a net deficit of$17,558.

The Charity's Statement ofFinancial Activities shows a net deficit of f,17,558 (2020: 610,072) and total

reserves of f10,014 (deficit) (2020: K7,544).

The financial results of the Charity's activities for the year to 31 March 2021 are fully reflected in the

attached Financial Statements together with the Notes thereon.

The Reserves Policy of the Trustees is to maintain unrestricted funds, which are the free reserves of the

Charity, at a level they consider appropriate to the Charity's needs taking into account likely future

requirements.

Notes to the Financial Statements

Year ended 31 March 2021

1. General information

The charity is registered charity in England and Wales and is unincorporated. The address of the

principal office is 136 Clapton Common, London, E5 9AR.

2. Statement of compliance

These financial statements have been prepared in compliance with FRS 102, 'The Financial

Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and the Republic of Ireland', the Statement of
Recommended Practice applicable to charities preparing their accounts in accordance with the

Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland (FRS 102) (Charities

SORP (FRS 102)) and the Charities Act 2011.

3. Accounting policies

Basis of preparation

The financial statements have been prepared on the historical cost basis, as modified by the

revaluation of certain financial assets and liabilities measured at fair value through income or

expenditure.

The financial statements are prepared in sterling, which is the functional currency of the entity.

Judgements and hey sources of estimation uncertainty

The preparation of the financial statements requires management to make judgements, estimates

and assumptions that affect the amounts reported. These estimates and judgements are continually

reviewed and are based on experience and other factors, including expectations of future events

that are believed to be reasonable under the circumstances.

Fund accounting

General unrestricted funds comprise the accumulated surplus or deficit on income and expenditure

account. They are available for use at the discretion of the trustees in furtherance of the general

objectives of the charity.

Restricted funds are funds subject to specific restricted conditions imposed by donors. There are

no restricted funds as at the Balance Sheet date.

Designated funds are funds which have been set aside at the discretion of the trustees for specific

purposes. There are no designated funds as at the Balance Sheet date.

Incoming resources

All incoming resources are included in the statement of financial activities when entitlement has

passed to the charity; it is probable that the economic benefits associated with the transaction will

flow to the charity and the amount can be reliably measured. The following specific policies are

applied to particular categories of income:

income from donations or grants is recognised when there is evidence of entitlement to the

gift, receipt is probable and its amount can be measured reliably.

legacy income is recognised when receipt is probable and entitlement is established.

income from donated goods is measured at the fair value of the goods unless this is

impractical to measure reliably, in which case the value is derived from the cost to the donor

or the estimated resale value. Donated facilities and services are recognised in the accounts

when received if the value can be reliably measured. No amounts are included for the

contribution of general volunteers.

Incoming resources (coaririued)

~ income from contracts for the supply of services is recognised with the delivery of the

contracted service. This is classified as unrestricted funds unless there is a contractual

requirement for it to be spent on a particular purpose and returned if unspent, in which case

it may be regarded as restricted.

Resources expended

Expenditure is recognised on an accruals basis as a liability is incurred. Expenditure includes any

VAT which cannot be fully recovered, and is classified under headings of the statement offinancial

activities to which it relates:

~ expenditure on raising funds includes the costs of all fundraising activities, events, non-

charitable trading activities, and the sale of donated goods.

~ expenditure on charitable activities includes all costs incurred by a charity in undertaking

activities that further its charitable aims for the benefit of its beneficiaries, including those

support costs and costs relating to the governance of the charity apportioned to charitable

activities.

~ other expenditure includes all expenditure that is neither related to raising funds for the

charity nor part of its expenditure on charitable activities.

All costs are allocated to expenditure categories reflecting the use of the resource. Direct costs

attributable to a single activity are allocated directly to that activity. Shared costs are apportioned

between the activities they contribute to on a reasonable, justifiable and consistent basis.

Taxation

The Charity is not liable to direct taxation (income tax) on its income as it falls within the various

exemptions available to registered Charities.

Financial instruments

A financial asset or a financial liability is recognised only when the entity becomes a party to the

contractual provisions of the instrument.

Basic financial instruments are initially recognised at the amount receivable or payable including

any related transaction costs, unless the arrangement constitutes a financing transaction, where it

is recognised at the present value of the future payments discounted at a market rate of interest for

a similar debt instrument.

Current assets and current liabilities are subsequently measured at the cash or other consideration

expected to be paid or received and not discounted.

Debt instruments are subsequently measured at amortised cost.

Financial assets that are measured at cost or amortised cost are reviewed for objective evidence of
impairment at the end of each reporting date. If there is objective evidence of impairment, an

impairment loss is recognised under the appropriate heading in the statement of financial activities

in which the initial gain was recognised.

Any reversals of impairment are recognised immediately, to the extent that the reversal does not

result in a carrying amount of the financial asset that exceeds what the carrying amount would have

been had the impairment not previously been recognised.
