There was a cash deficit
in the year of £4,045 (2023: surplus of £4,546). General cash funds carred forward at the year end were
£15,310 (2023: £19,355).

Reserves policy

and six month's expenditure. The Trusteas consider thal reserves at this level will ensure that, in the event of
a significant drop in funding, they will be abla to continue the Church's current activities while consideration
is given to ways in which additional funds may be raised.
