The Trust is governed by a Trust Deed which sets out the aims, objects of the Trust and which
determines the powers given fo the Trustees. Trustees are appointed by the Advisory Council.

Objectives and Activities fbr the Public Benefit

The Trust exists to apply its funds for the advancement of the religious and other charitable work of
the Church of England and/or the Church in Wales. The Trustees confirm that they have referred to
the guidance contained in the Charity Commission's general guidance on public benefit and in
particular, the specific guidance on charities for the advancement of religion when reviewing the
Trusts aims and objectives and in planning future activities and setting the grant making policy for
the year. :

The Trust has therefore received donations towards these objects, with a particular focus on new
monastic communities. The Trust is in touch with existing Anglican Religious Communities for
available sources of income which may be subsequently released towards new or needy religious



communities for their advancement and/or development. The trust also will receive funds as
nominees or otherwise on behalf of named religious or religious communities and account to them
for the income earned regarding such funds deposited with the trust.

Trustees meet regularly twice yearly when the Advisory Council meets in order to review the Trust's
activities and to receive and consider any applications for grants.

Achievements and Performance
The Trustees are grateful for those donations received into the General Fund.

The Trustees wish to express their grateful thanks to all who have responded to the work of the Trust
through prayer and by donation.

The Trustees have continued to pass on income from the M M Winter Trust to the Community at St.
Clare for the upkeep of the Old Parsonage.

The Trust has given grants to help vulnerable recognised communities in Zimbabwe as well as the
UK.

Trustees have considered several applications for funding from new communities. One significant
grant was not taken up because the impact of the pandemic led to the community's closure.

Financial Review
The year under review includes a large unrestricted donation received from the Community of St.
Denys, which has now decided to close and distribute its remaining assets. There has been

therefore a significant increase in overall funds held.

In addition, Trustees have received the ongoing restricted investment income for the MM Winter
Trust, which has again shown a small increase on the previous year.
