FINANCIAL REVIEW
All donations or donationsin kind are entirely voluntary.

Tota income for the year was £172,884 (2019: £238,660).
Charitable costs of £169,641 (2019: £243,022) were incurred in undertaking the aims and objectives of the charity.

There was a surplus of income over expenditure for the year of £3,203 (2019: £(4,361). This has been transferred to
unrestricted reserves.

Accumulated general funds stood at £211,588 (2018: £208,384) al of which are unrestricted.

STRUCTURE, GOVERNANCE AND MANAGEMENT

Governing document

The charity is controlled by its governing document, a deed of trust, and constitutes a limited company, limited by
guarantee, as defined by the Companies Act 2006.

The company was established under a Memorandum and Articles of Association and was incorporated with Companies
House on 26 September 2005. The company was registered with the Charities Commission on 26 September 2005.

Recruitment and appointment of new trustees

Under the requirements of the Memorandum and Articles of Association of the charitable company, the Trustees are
elected to serve for a period of three years at the annual general meeting after which they must be re-elected at the next
annual genera meeting.

The Board consists of two Trustees. A new trustee must be appointed if one of the existing Trustees should resign.

The Board of Trustees collects details of potential candidates to serve as Trustee based on recommendation from other
Trustees, who are encouraged to identify candidates with appropriate and relevant skills for future selection and to
participate in the selection process. The final decision is made by majority vote on the selection of new Trustees.

Organisational structure

The Trustees of the charity are legaly responsible for the overall management of the charity. The day to day running of
the charity is led by the managing Trustees and al decision are ratified at properly constituted meeting of the Board of
Trustees.
