Charity Information

The Charity is a Company limited by guarantee, and is a registered Charity. Each member’s liability would be
limited to an amount not exceeding £1 in the event of the Charity winding up.

Accounting Convention

The charity constitutes a public benefit entity as defined by FRS 102. The financial statements have been
prepared in accordance with Accounting and Reporting by Charities: Statement of Recommended Practice
applicable to charities preparing their accounts in accordance with the Financial Reporting Standard applicable
in the UK and Republic of Ireland (FRS 102), the Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic
of Ireland (FRS102), the Charities Act 2011 and the Companies Act 2006.

Restricted funds are funds which are to be used in accordance with specific restrictions imposed by donors or
which have been raised by the charity for particular purposes.

Incoming Resources

All'incoming resources are included in the Statement of Financial Activities when the charity is legally entitled to
the income and the amount can be quantified with reasonable accuracy.

Gifts in kind donated for distribution are included at valuation and recognised as income when they are distributed
to the projects. No amounts are included in the financial statements for services donated by volunteers.

Expenditure

All expenditure is accounted for on an accruals basis and includes irrecoverable VAT. Where costs cannot be

directly attributed to particular headings they have been allocated to activities on a basis consistent with use of
the resources.

Governance costs are for the running of the charity itself as an organisation.

Cash at Bank and in Hand

Cash at bank and in hand includes cash, deposits held with banks, and other short-term liquid investments with
original maturities of three months or less.
