 The goal is to generate a small surplus from income to continually improve the 

facilities 

2023 achievements 

 The main achievement in 2024 was creating and funding a major project to reroof the 

Gym replacing a dilapidated asbestos roof from the 1940’s. 

 The project to deliver this and many other improvements will complete early in 2023-

24 year. 

 A key characteristic of the charity is not to rely on donations but operate on a 

sustainable business. Focus in recent times is to expand numbers of clubs and 

bookings to allow costs to be shared and keep price rises down. 

Finances 

 A surplus of more than £3,900 was generated in 2023 and this along with prior 

surpluses in reserves was put towards the reroofing project. There was a record level 

of income for 2022-23 of just below £9,500. 

 For the reroofing project a total of £86,335 was raised which when taken with VAT 

recovery and the Jade Aden donation via discount gives a total of £107,870 raised. 

The commitments are £107,044 although some items are coming in below budget, 

leaving a few hundred pounds to complete a few repairs (LED lighting, Wall straps, 

Rebricking hole) and add some more Gym facilities. 

Funds held 

 At the end of June 2023 the current account cash balance was £2,104 with £79,847 

in the project savings fund. £76,678 is due to the council for the Jade Aden works. 

The main debt is for the reroofing project most of which will be paid by Q4 2023, 

outside of this there are no other debts.
