The objective of the charity is to enhance the education of the pupils at Unicorn Primary school by
developing effective relationships, engaging in activities which raise funds for providing facilities,
equipment and resource which support the school, with all pupils benefiting from the additional
resources and experiences by:
e Delivering enjoyable events for all
e Providing a wide range of activities for the children of Unicorn Primary School
e To work in partnership with parents/carers of the children at Unicorn Primary School
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e Continue to support and advance communication between the school, committee, parents and
carers
e To increase net receipts year on year

e To establish a bank of parent helpers to support the committee in preparing and running FUN
activities and events

A request for funds is made af the start of each academic year from the school to the Committee
through a meeting with the Headteacher and the Committee Chair, this is contfinually reviewed
throughout the year through regular meetings between the Chair and the Headteacher. An invoice
is then sent at the end of the academic year for the year 2023 — 24 £16.5k was paid to the school.

The FUN Trustees are responsible for the presentation of the accounts and it is considered that an
audit is not required for this year under section 144 of the Charities Act 2011 (the Charities Act) but an
independent examination is needed.

An examination includes a review of the accounting records kept by the charity and a comparison
of the accounts presented with those records.

As directors and Trustee of the charity, you are required by statute to prepare accounts for each
financial year which give a tfrue and fair view of the state of affairs of the company and of its profit or
loss for that period.

It is also your responsibility to safeguard the
assets of the charity and for taking reasonable steps for the prevention of and detection of fraud and
other irregularities with an appropriate system of internal controls.

You are also responsible for determining whether, in respect of the year concerned, the charity
meets the conditions for exemption from audit set out in Section 249A of the Companies Act 1985,
and for determining whether, in respect of the year, the exemption is not available for any reasons
set out in Section 249B of the Companies Act 1985.

Our work did not constitute an audit of the accounts in accordance with Auditing Standards.
Accordingly we did not seek any independent evidence to support the entries in the accounting
records, or to prove the existence, ownership or valuation of assets or completeness of income,
liabilities or disclosure in the accounts. Nor did we assess the reasonableness of any estimates or
judgements made in the preparation of the accounts. Consequently, our work will not provide any
assurance that the accounting records are free from material misstatement, irregularities or error. In
the course of our work, we have placed reliance on the information and representations provided by
yOu, Or your representatives.

Each financial year funds are allocated for school educational trips and year 6 leavers’ activities. FUN
are currently conftributing about 20% towards the total cost, a support we would like to continue and
increase in the coming years. This financial support has been growing as the school has grown to full
capacity. £20,000 is budgeted for these regular annual activities.

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FUN planned more events this year aiming for one large event a term, this included the reintroduction
of the Christmas Fair, the return of the Summer Fair and activities centered around World Book Day
with a sponsored read and the intfroduction of Wonka Bars. FUN achieved an income of £51,479 this
year. This income was predominantly generated through Pantomime ticket sales, the Christmas Fair,
Brochure sales, Break the Rules day, World Book Day events and the Summer Fair, supplemented by
smaller events including Craft Bags, School Lottery and Fireworks. Income has been mostly generated
from Parents and carers of children attending the school and local businesses. Our outgoings are due
to theatre tickets and stock to support these events as well as printing costs for the brochures and
raffle tickets. There are some ad hoc items such as Parentkind membership, insurance, Transaction
platform fees and licenses. Website Fees have increased this year as a result of upgrading our Events
platform membership and utilizing the platform to sell tickets significantly more than in the past.
Expenses totaled £25,311 (not including payments to the school) which also includes investment in kit
including non-phone connected card readers, replacement of decorations and the increased
website costs.

Matched funding has been reintfroduced this year with contributions of £2,721 received from
matching conftributions.
