The charity aims to hold and maintain 2 cash balance for core running expenses of the centre
for one month.

Review ;

Dufing the year the charity continued work in pursuance of its objectives, to provide facilities
for the local community. Relaxation in sccial distancing rules allowed return to room hire
activity. Day care also performed better than the previous year. Although the incoming
resources were slightly higher than the last year; expenditure was also high due to cost of

living crisis. Donors continued contributing towards food bank and energy cost. The charity
had a net deficit this year of £12 482.00 (2021 surplus £4,513.00). '
