1 Accounting policies

Basis of preparation

VAT which cannot be fully recovered, and is reported as part of the expenditure to which it relates

Fund Accounting

furtherance of the general objectives of the charity and which have not been designed for other
purposes.

Restricted Funds

Restricted funds are funds, which are to be used in accordance with specific restrictions imposed by
donors, which have been received by the charity for specific purposes. The aim and use of each
fund is set out in the notes to the financial statements.

Creditors

Short term creditors are measured at transaction price (which is usually the invoice price). Loans
and other financial liabilities are initially recognised at transaction price net of any transaction costs
and subsequently measured at amortised cost determined using the effective interest method.
