The‌ ‌most‌ ‌pressing‌ ‌issue‌ ‌is‌ ‌that‌ ‌the‌ ‌shop‌ ‌manager‌ ‌returned‌ ‌to‌ ‌work‌ ‌in‌ ‌December‌ ‌and‌ ‌is‌‌ 
unable‌ ‌to‌ ‌continue‌ ‌running‌ ‌the‌ ‌shop.‌   ‌We‌ ‌urgently‌ ‌need‌ ‌a‌ ‌new‌ ‌team‌ ‌to‌ ‌take‌ ‌over‌ ‌the‌‌ 
management‌ ‌and‌ ‌running‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌shop.‌  ‌There‌ ‌are‌ ‌various‌ ‌parts‌ ‌to‌ ‌the‌ ‌role‌ ‌which‌ ‌can‌ ‌be‌‌ 
shared‌ ‌by‌ ‌a‌ ‌number‌ ‌of‌ ‌volunteers,‌ ‌from‌ ‌managing‌ ‌the‌ ‌website,‌ ‌placing‌ ‌orders‌ ‌with‌ ‌our‌‌ 
supplier‌ ‌and‌ ‌distribution‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌orders.‌  ‌The‌ ‌shop‌ ‌will‌ ‌be‌ ‌forced‌ ‌to‌ ‌close‌ ‌from‌ ‌the‌ ‌end‌ ‌of‌‌ 
the‌ ‌summer‌ ‌term‌ ‌if‌ ‌we‌ ‌do‌ ‌not‌ ‌have‌ ‌volunteers‌ ‌to‌ ‌take‌ ‌over.‌  ‌This‌ ‌will‌ ‌mean‌ ‌a‌ ‌loss‌ ‌of‌‌ 
profits‌ ‌going‌ ‌back‌ ‌to‌ ‌the‌ ‌district‌ ‌leading‌ ‌to‌ ‌increased‌ ‌prices‌ ‌of‌ ‌scouting‌ ‌related‌ ‌activities‌‌ 
and‌ ‌subscriptions.‌  ‌In‌ ‌addition,‌ ‌there‌ ‌are‌ ‌no‌ ‌other‌ ‌local‌ ‌retail‌ ‌outlets‌ ‌for‌ ‌scout‌ ‌uniforms,‌‌ 
therefore‌ ‌the‌ ‌convenience‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌shop‌ ‌will‌ ‌be‌ ‌lost,‌ ‌with‌ ‌the‌ ‌official‌ ‌online‌ ‌retailer‌ ‌being‌ ‌the‌‌ 
only‌ ‌option‌ ‌for‌ ‌many‌ ‌parents‌ ‌and‌ ‌groups.‌ ‌

challenges‌ ‌in‌ ‌some‌ ‌particular‌ ‌sections‌ ‌with‌ ‌as‌ ‌many‌ ‌as‌ ‌half‌ ‌in‌ ‌some‌ ‌areas.‌‌ ‌  

Hopefully‌ ‌many‌ ‌of‌ ‌these‌ ‌will‌ ‌return‌ ‌when‌ ‌scouting‌ ‌as‌ ‌we‌ ‌were‌ ‌used‌ ‌to‌ ‌it‌ ‌returns.‌ ‌
